THK LEGISLATURE.
Mr. H. J. Ayers Briefly Sketch¬

es Some of the Work
Done.

The Acts of the Assembly of the
session just closed will in my opinion
occupy innch space in the library.
There were 711 billa introdueed in
the Senate and 1219 in the House ol
Delegates. Of coin se the majority ol
these bills were of a local or private
nature, and right here is where some

legislation is needed. The courts
should be empowered to erant relief
upon s proper case, in many instanc¬
es where the legislature is appealed
to.

If a member were to read and di¬
gest all of these bills he would seri¬
ously impair his constitution, and if
Gov. Letcher had been present to de¬
mand that they be read, the session
would have extended far into July
and the reading olcik would have
been minus a pair of lungs.

In some re*peeta this has been one

of the most important session ii. a

long time, and the work acctiiplii-lit-.l
far reaching in its effects. Ry far
the most impoitst't thing done was

providing for submission to the vot¬
ers ot the State the question, shall
there be a convention to revise the
the constitution of the state. Roth
Senator Flood and myself introduced
bills looking to this end. My bill
oiiginally piovided for the vote to be
taken in May, which was finally en¬

grafted into his bill, as his simply
provided that the usual way, having
oi.e legislature submit the question to
the people, and the next legislature,
if the people decided to have a con¬

vention, provide for the same, should
prevail, irhi Tib of course would need¬
lessly prolong the decision of the
matter. This will call for an extra
session of the legislature to provide
for holding the convention, appoint¬
ment of delegates,<fec. When we get
a constitution made by our represen¬
tative men, (and each county should
see to it that the very best men are

sent), the cry of fradulent elections
will be silenced, and the Eastern por¬
tions of the state will have to find
some other theme upon which to
dilate other than "nigger and the
wah." The present constitution
was forced upon the people by that
paragon of ignorance and "scalawag-
ibiii", John 0. Underwood.
Many questions will come before

the convention; the election of U. S.
Senators by the people; the abolition
of the county courts, re-arranging the
circuits, and many other questions of
vital imp itance.

Very early in the session 1 intro¬
duced a bill to repeal the present
election law and I did it as ;t Demo¬
crat, but was surprised to find that
so little interest was taken in thc*
matter by the men who were howl¬
ing so vociferously during my can¬

vass for its repeal, or by the inde-
pendendants (and we had several)
those pure minded politicians,
neither tish nor fowl, who received
the united support of men of all
parties, and every one of whom, as I
now recollect, voted for Tyler for
Senator.

Several changes
were aiade in the exemption law.
The salary of all officials, even that
of the Governor, or Judge of any
Court in the Commonwealth, can be
garnisheed, and the exemption of fif¬
ty dollars can he waived in a note
like tbe homestead ememption.
The commissioners of valuation

bill passed thelloiise and rcceivedOov.
Tyler's signature, but it isa question
as to wiie!ber or not it passed the
Senate, lt required a Constitutions!
Vote in my opinion, but only passed
by a majority. 28 Senators pe¬
titioned the Governor not to sign the
bill but while the Senate was correct¬
ing its Journal he sent thu bill back
with bia signature attached.
