ROANOKE AND SOUTHERN

RAILROAD.

PROVIDED $100,000 IS RAISED,
How the Work Is I'rogrcasliiB-The

Depot at .Martinsville.Trains

Kaimlii£ to Walnut Cove.

Messrs. .Jos. Engleby, S.W. Jamison
and E. 11. Stewart, who left hero
Monday for Martinsville, in company
with Hon. H. S. Trout, to attend a

meeting of the Roanoke and
Southern Railroad Company and
of the Virginia and North Caro¬
lina Construction Company, returned
yesterday evening at half past 6
o'clock. Mr. Trout went on to Wil¬
mington, N, C, to attend the meeting
of the Lutheran Synod.
The principal object of the visit

was to decide upon the location of a

depot for the Roanoke and Southern
at Martinsville.
Mr. Stewart, in conversation with a

Ti.mks representative in regard to the
road, said that eighteen miles had al¬
ready been completed, and that two
engines and two mixed trains were

running that distance every day be¬
tween Winston and Walnut (Jove,
in North Carolina. These trains, he
also said, were doing a good
business and paying profitably.
'"Three hundred hands," he continued,
are engaged in working on the road,
and in a short time twelve miles
more will be completed towards Mar¬
tinsville and trains will be running
over that. By May or .June it is ex¬

pected that t he entire route will be
finished to Martinsville.

"It was also decided by the direc¬
tors," concluded Mr. Stewart, "to
begin work at tIii« end of the line in
the spring, provided the city will
make an additional appropriation of
$100,000.

It is stated, by a gentleman ac¬
quainted with the furnaces of Roa¬
noke city, that this amount can be
raised without exceeding the ten per
cent, limit of indebtedness. His rea¬
son for this statement is based upon
the ground that the next anuual
assessment of property, which takes
place in January, will show a very
large increase in t he total value of the
city's real estate, as it undoubtedly
will, as property is advancing every
day.
The construction of the Roanoke

and Southern Railroad will be a great
benefit to this city. This is so evident
in fact that argument to show it is
unnecessary. A railroad opening
i.p rite country to tin.' south is one
of the greatest needs of Roanoke, and
its construction will undoubtedly do
more than any other thing could pos¬
sibly do to aid its growth and develop¬
ment.

Governor Lcc Exiwcl* (o Make n Be.
commendation on the Subject.

A Most Earnest Argument by the
Counsel of Both Sides.

CHICAGO, November 1:3..At the

opening of the Cronin trial this morn¬
ing Judge McConnell announced bis
decision on the question of going into
tbe past history of the Clan-ua-Gael.
The last witness on the stand yester¬
day was ex-Policeman Brown. He
was also an ex-member of the Clan-
na-Gael. He was asked whether or

not he preferred charges against Dr.
Cronin in ts?8-"3, the states attorney ex¬
plaining that he proposed to show by
the witness that this was tbe fact:
that Dan. Coughlin was a member of
the trial committee and that Dr.
Cronin was expelled from the organi¬
zation. The logical consequences of
the admission of this testimony was a

complete investigation of the Clan-
na-Gael, at least so far as it could be
made to show cause for animosity
against Dr. Cronin on the part
of any of the prisoners at the
bar. This olfer led to a most
earnest and protracted argument
between the counsel for tbe State and
the counsel for the defense that has
yet taken place during the trial.
Nearly every lawyer engaged had
something to say during its progress,
and there was much plain speaking.
The talk occupied tbe time until the
adjournment, and Judge McConnell
announced that be would hold the
matter under advisement, and would
render his decision this morning, in
accordance with that arrangement,
when the court was called to order
this morning Judge McConnell an¬

nounced his opinion to be that the
evidence Rnncht to be elicited tno.
unTeer crown on the purma named
was incompetent, and ruled it out.

They got some sheep out of the snow
drifts and roasted and ate them A
delayed passenger train was cut olf
from the eating stations three days.They drew on the Express Company
for food supplies. The laborers
who shoveled snow when hungrytapped the treigin *QJ3 containingcanned goods with an i..,n (.njgei
or other tools. A hungry ^.n
would knock a hole in a can of coK.
or tomatoes and then drink the
can empty. Sometimes this raw
food was frozen, but it went among
men so hungry. Two live goats were

being shipped in a caboose, but the
hungry men cut their throats and ate
them raw. The report says a sick
man. traveling with two children, lay
on his back two days helpless. He
had only crackers for nourishment.
A sheep "grower near Ute creek, a Mr.
Garcia, is reported to have lost 5,000
sheep from a (lock of S,000. Engineer
Lyon said that he saw more real desti¬
tution during ten days in this snow
blockade than in all his life before.
The road was opened with rotary
snow plows, but remained open only
a few hours. Yesterday morning's
snow and wind blocked the cuts again,
and the passenger train due here from
the south this forenoon is stuck in the
snow. Altogether the blizzard has
been a terrible one. None of us ever
saw or hoard of such a one in South¬
ern Colorado or New Mexico. It was
a Dakota storm that got off its range
and struck a unsuspecting people.
President Morgan Jones, of the Fort
Worth Road, was himself a passenger
from the scene of the blockade.
