Despite bis desperat«
struggles and the screams of his fain
dy. without allowing him time to pn
on his clothes, the men led him oaf o

the house. Once outside, Ulsei
learned what was to be dorn
wirb him. fie caught sigbi
of a new rope hanging over the liml
of a large tree which stands" not mor<
than twenty feet from the little eabil
which was his home. He struggled t<
rree his hands, tearing the flesh fron
iis wrists until they bled freely, bu
finding himself unable to get loose
submitted in sullen silence. Tlie ropi
was put around Iiis neck and willim
bands drew him lip to strangle. Hit
legs were not tied and his kiekiugand
struggling was fearlul.
