When Genenil Lee was president of
Washington and Lee university, just
before the close of bis life, ho fre¬
quently rode out to the Buena Vista
c.-tatc, a few miles from Lexirgton,
and, resting bis horse upon the sum¬

mit of one of its many peaks, drank
in the inspiration of the surrounding
view.
Account says that the ride was a

particularly favorite one of his, and
that he never grew tired of taking it.

If he was alive today, and could
take the same ride again, he would
see not only the same natural beau¬
ties of mountain, valley and river,
but he would overlook an upris¬
ing town, which, in a short time, will
become a city fitly typical of the re¬

vivified South.
Buena Vista (beautiful view) is a

young town. It is not a year old yet,
and will get its charter from the pres¬
ent legislature. Its activity, however,
is inversely in proportion to its age.
and enough new enterprises have been
Started and are assured to make it a

good sized city.
The town is beautifully located at

the junction of the Shennndoah Val¬
ley and Richmond and Alleghany
(now the Chesapeake and Ohio) rail¬
roads. By it runs the North river,
which possesses an immense water

power, and is a branch of the James
river. Might miles distant, over the
Richmond and Alleghany, is Lexing¬
ton, famous for its schools, and the
southern terminus of the valley
branch of the Baltimore and Ohio
railroad.
The Buena Vista company, which

was organized last spring, owns the
greater part of the town and several
thousand acres of adjacent ore lands,
the original tracts containing 13,000
acres.
The town proper lies in an exceed¬

ingly pretty valley which was once a

part of the estate of Rev. B.C. Moo
maw, and upon which his residence,
an aged white pillared brick mansion,
still stands.
The signs of new life and enterprise

are visible, however, at every hand.
Upon a high plateau overlooking the
business part of the town, the coin

panv has erected a handsome hotel
building. H is an exact model of the
Bluefield inn, its exterior is brightly
painted and the interior is finished in
natural wood. It was opened about
the first of last August, and not being
sufficiently large to provide for the
wants of the town, will be increased
by the addition of a wing. It is well
kept in the spring and would be a

credit to a town of ten thousand peo¬
ple.
Looking out from the hotel, work¬

men are seen erecting numerous

buildings. A very pretty building for
the Methodists has just been com¬

pleted, ami a house of worship for
the Presbyterians is also in course of
construction. All of the different de¬
nominations, including the Catholics,
have already secured sites, and each
will have a church of its own.
A school house was one of the first

buildings erected in the town, pro¬
visions for education and religion
being the first things made.
The streets of the town have been

laid off on a broad, liberal scale, and
range from sixty to eighty feet wide.
Magnolia avenue, which will be one

of the principal business streets, is
eighty feet wide, and several buildings
are already in course of construction
upon it. Among the buildings are a

number also of brick, a rather unusual
thing for towns just starting.
At the corner of Magnolia avenue

and Twenty-first street the Buena
Vista Building, Water and Light
company are putting up a three-story
brick building, 20x125 feet in size.
It will be used principally for
office purposes. Just opposite, on

the same street, Mr. B. C. Moomaw is
erecting a bank building. It is also
of brick and will be two stories. A
block nearer the Shenandoah Valley
railroad, the Buena Vista Building
company is building a brick hotel.
It is 05 by 125 feet in size, it will be
three stories in height and will contain
stores on the lower floor.
Within less than a stone's throw

from the last spot the foundation is
being laid for a Union depot for the
two railroads, which run parallel to
each other for a distance of two miles
through the company's property.
The depot, in addition to the con¬

venience it will afford, will be the
finest and most elaborate between
Roanoke and Hagerstown.
There are about fifty houses, in all,

in course of erection in Buena Vista
and several hundred men are engaged
at work there in different capacities.
"But what is there about the town

to cause the building'/"' is asked.
The new industries that are being

started. On the west of the railroad
tracks several score of men are at
work on the furnace. Mr. Graves
Sims of this city has fifty men and
twenty teams at work grading, and
the foundation for the furnace basal-
ready been put in. According to con¬
tract the furnace is to be ready to go
into blast by the 7th of August. The
capacity of the furnace will be
from 100 to 125 tons, and to¬
gether with "the working of the
mines, will give employment to sev¬

eral hundred men. The grounds of
the furnace company were laid off to
provide in time for four furnaces, and
it is expected that another furnace
will be begun at an early date.
Further down along the line of the

Richmond and Alleghany road, where
the North river with a velocity of
several hundred-horse power, runs

through the interstices of a dam, by
the aid of derricks huge rocks are

being placed into position for the
erection of a paper mill.
The company which will operate

the mill has a capital stock of $05,-
000. Its capacity will be from eight
to ten tons per day. All kinds of
book * and newspaper, inanilla and
blotting paper will be manufactured,
and owing to special facilities in the

way of motive power and raw mater-
iul, it is claimed, that the company
will hi> able to compete witb the low¬
est paper mills in the country. In
roust nu-1 in-,' t heir in ill tin- locks of the
old James river canal are being
utilized,and considerablemoneysaved
in thai way. The pulp will be pre¬
pared at a mill further up the river,
and then be brought down to the pa¬
per mill proper. The main room of
the mill where the pulp is prepared
for paper will bo 05x100 feet in size,
ami will lie three stories high. The
blenching room wiH be 20x140 feet in
size, and the machine room 45x1*15
feet. The water which will operate
the mills, (except the steam used in
drying) will he equal to 800 horse
power. For this the company pay
only $40 per year. air. Sadler, who
has 1 bad sixteen years' expe¬
rience in the manufacture of

paper has charge of the mills. The
company desires to place$15,000 more

of its stock for the purposes of work-
in1; capital. The stock N sold in shares
<>f $100 each, payable one fourth cash,
balance in two. tour and six months
from dale of first payment.
The tannery i- one of the old indus¬

tries of the place and does a large bus¬
iness.
The Wise wagon factory, from New

Market, Va., will he removed to
Buena Vista at once, the contract for
its location there having been al¬
ready signed. The company has a

capital stock of $100,000, and "in addi¬
tion to wagons will make all kinds of
agricultural implements. Its factory
will cover a block, and give employ¬
ment to a large number o( men.
A linn from Staunton has decided

to start a factory tor the manufacture
of tinware and galvanized cornices. It
will have a capital stock of $125,000.
A Baltimore company also contem¬

plate starting .: factory ha- the manu¬
facture of line brick, terra cot In and
sewer pipe. ;;nd tie- contract has
about been clOS< d.
A number of other industries are

also expected. A proposition has been
made to the company looking to

starting a laic canning factory, and
a Pennsylvania firm i.- considering
the advisability of erecting a plant
for the manufacture of woolen goods.
Two of the biggest things that the

company are working for are a roll¬
ing mill and a plant for the manufac¬
ture of steel according to the basic
pn >cev-.

In the early morning, while th«» fog
still overhung the mountains, the
writer took a horseback ride over the
surrounding mountains and cot a look
at some of the Iron deposits. Seven
large veins of rich hematite ore have
already been discovered.and the com¬

pany is still engaged in prospecting.
The ore. according '¦< reliable au¬

thority, contains from 50 to 00 per
cent, of iron, and being lo¬
cated upon high ridges in close
proximity to th" furnace,can be trans
ported to the valley below by means
of gravity roads. People who are

competent to speak say that the
country around contains an almost
inexhaustible supply of ore. and a

ride over the mountain and an in¬
spection of thospofs being developed
is sufficient to confirm belief in the
statement.
With com] ting railroad lines, with

a favorable location, with immense
water power, capable of being util¬
ized in various ways, with iron ore in
plenty, and probably some man¬
ganese, and with the shrewd but en¬

terprising men .it the back of Buena
Vista, there is every reason to believe
that the town will grow into a busy
city.
The stock of the company, by the

way. in the last ninety days has ad¬
vanced CO pei.i.t.. and lots in many
instances have doubled in value.
Pipes have been laid for supplying the
town with water from a neighboring
mountain spring. A company is also
being formed to light the town with
electricity, Dr. S. P. H. Miller is at the
head ol the company. A stroet-car
line is also being talked about.

building npa town, and Buena Vista
has some enterprising men in this
business, among these are. Moore,
McKce & Co.. Guyer, <\>c & Co., J.
W. Wright. P. E. Wilson and W. II.
Wolfe.

WASHINGTON, December to..The
Central Bureau of Relief, an organi¬
zation of colored men, which mis as

the purpose of its existence the re-

dress Of the negro's grievances in the
South,helda largely-attended meet ing
to-night at the Fifth Baptist church.
Perry Carson presided, and a num¬

ber of rather incendiary speeches
were made by ex-Representative R.C.
Small, of South Carolina: (i. W. Kin-
kaid, of Tennessee: Rev. 1). F. Bats,
of Danville, Va., and one or two

others.
Bach of the speakers told instances

of what they termed Southern out
rages, and urged that the negroes
should meet force with force.
Mr. Smalls suggested that the ne¬

groes learn the use of dynamite.
Rev. Mr. Kats said that heretofore

the negroes had been as timid as a lot
of rabbits, butthat the time had come
when they must face the white men
and stand up lor their rights with
rifles if necessary.
Another speaker said, in speaking

of the proposed plans for colonizing
the negroes, that the colored people
could not be driven anywhere except
at the point of the bayonet. He
added that they were ready to provide
themselves with bullets in ord"r to
secure relief from oppression..Balti¬
more Sun.
