THE DEATH OF HF.XBT GRABT.

The intelligence of the death of

Ilenry Grady, as announced in the
news columns, will be received with
more general feelings of regret through¬
out the United States thau would that
of any other tnau of his age iu the
South.
Mr. Grady, comparatively speaking,

was a young num. fie possessed abil¬
ities of such high order, however, that
he had already won a national repüla-
tiou as a speaker and writer. lie pos¬

sessed many of the characteristics of the
best elcmeut in Southern manhood. He

respected and honored the memory of

the men who fought for the principles
of liberty and government, which they
believed iu their inmost hearts were

just aud right.
He loved Hill and Stephens aud Jeff¬

erson and Lee aud Jackson, and the
other leaders of the confederacy, aud.

rightly would never admit that they
sacrificed life aud home and property
other than iu carrying out their just
convictious, and defcuding what they
considered to be their just rights uuder
the existing law and constitution.
Yet, with ill the losses of life and

property entailed by the war, he wa>

glad.dearly bought though it was.

that the South was relieved ol the
incubus of negro slavery, and that the
union was maintained.
He loved the South, and Georgia iu

particular. The ambition of his iife.
he said, at one time, was to see his
native state blossom with industries
as Pennsylvania, aud no other ruau in
the last few years had done more to

bring about this end. |
He had succeeded iu building up the

Atlanta Constitution uutil it has prob-
ably the largest circulation of auv

paper in the South.
It was uot his editorial work, but

his after-dinner speeches in New-
York and New EDgland that had made
him most famous, and that will remain
as the best productions of his mind.
His speech before the New England

club iu New York City some three

years ago, wa* his first introduction to

the nation, and the illness which re¬

sulted in his death began immediately
after his speech a few days ago in Bos¬
ton, on the "Race Problem."
He had a wonderful command of

language, a trained newspaper man's

ability to think, and a strone love for
the consideration of social and econ¬

omic questions.
Grady wa* greatly loved by the peo¬

ple of Georgia,and from scores of altars
iu Atlanta en Sunday, sincere prayers
ascended that his life, then flickering,
might be spared longer. Death was

not to be stayed, however, and as

the first approach of morning light be¬

gan to burst over the earth, as a bud

expands into a flower, his soul shot out
from terrestial habitation into the vast
realm of eternity.
He had fought a good fight, and car¬

ried with him the Christian's hope of
immorality.
