PROMINENT CITIZENS' OPINIONS.
Waat They Say of the Change in the

Ordinance Faulty Provlnloiia iu

the mil- l)lr*r(iirs' Meeting to be

Ile!<l at an Early Date.

The action of the city council in

amending the ordinance providing for

the, additional appropriation of $100,-
000 for the Roanoke and Southern
railroad, and postponing the date

upon which the question will he sub¬

mitted to the freeholders of Roanoke,
as already reported in the TIMESj was

quite geuerally discussed on the

street, and in the various places of
business throughout the city yester¬
day.
Almost everybody manifested an

interest in the matter, and expressed
the hope t^at the change in the ordi
nance woaid not in any way deter the
construction of the road.

in order to ascertain the status of
the question for the benefit of the
public, a TlMKS reporter yesterday
afternoon interviewed representatives
of the city and also Mr. Trout, the
president of the Roanoke and South¬
ern railroad.
Councilman Buckner, who intro¬

duced the new ordinance, said: "Tho
change in the ordinance was made for
the better protection of the city, and
was offered by myself with that end
iu view. The former ordinance only
required the railroad »o come within
a mile of the city limits. That would
have been two miles from the centre
of the city. Aftertbe company had
gotten the road completed that far.
they could have said to the eh y under
the old ordinance that more money
was necessary to build bridges and
provide for terminal faeilities in the

city. The new ordinance provides
against such a possibility by requiring
the road to come into the corporate
limits of the city. Another change
was that in regard to the trustee
The new ordinance provides that the
city treasurer, who is thecustodian of
bonds, etc., shall take the pla"e of any
outside man as trustee, and that the
city shall decide when the contract is
performed.

Fire Imprisoned Men Rescned in llic
Most Gallant Mnnuer.

Wilkesbarre, Pa., January b..A

terrible accident was narrowly averted
at the Nottingham mine in Plymouth
Tuesday evening, where the disas¬
trous cave-in occurred last week.
About 7 o'clock a terrific explosion of
gas occurred. The brattice work and
timber at once caught lire and burn¬
ed furiously. Five men were caught
between the cave-in and the fire, and
all manner of exit was cut off.
The wives and children of the im¬

prisoned men lost all control of them¬
selves in their grief, and some sorrow¬
ful scenes were witnesses.
About half an hour after the fire

broke out John Humphreys and John
Richards were lowered into the mine
to ascertain the true state of affairs.
When they reached the fire
they heard cries and shouts
on the side. Putting their
hands before their faces they rushed
through the fire and dragged the five
imprisoned men out one by one un¬

injured. When they reached the
anxious crowd above, the rescued men
and heroes were received with shouts
of welcome.
Thomas Richards, who was in an¬
