THAT RAILROAD.
REPLY TO THE QUESTION OF

"M. H. C."

THE ROANOKE AND SOUTHERN
A Kubftcrlptlon for Ntoek-Xot n Do-

nntlon.Tha Good Fnltb of tho Com¬

pany to be Rellad Upon to Fairil
Their Part of tha Contract.

Editor of Roanoke TlMBS:
Will you permit me to reply through

your columoB to an article In your
paper of the 16th, headed "Roanoke
and Southern," and signed "M. H«
C." The first query propounded by
M. H. C. was:

"Did not the Koanoke and South¬
ern railroad company promise to
build a road from this city to Win¬
ston, N. C, provided the city would
subscribe to $100,000 of the stock of
said company?"

I reply, no! Emphatically, no!!
It. wo'dd be presumed t'<at a man of
ordinary intelligence, if he had no in¬
formation on this particular subject,
could answer that question in the
negative. A promise by any com

pany to build a road 125 miles long,
provided Koauoke city would nub
scribe $100,000 to its stock, would be
an absurdity. How much of the 125
miles of said road would that amount
build and equip? Certainly not ex¬

ceeding five miles.
When Roanoke made its first sub¬

scription to to this road, the company
had no stock whatever taken, except
a small amount of private sub-crip
tion.not exceeding probably $«0,000.
In view of these facts, which were

known to M. C. H., or ought to have
been known before he undertakes to
enlighten tho voters of this city upon
the questions, it would seem that he
was more anxious to raise an issue o*
bad faith on the part of the railroad
company than to give information to
the people.
Second: "Does not a subscription

to the stock of the Southern railroad
mean a donation to the Roanoke and
Southern Construction compuny?"
This question partakes of the charac¬

ter of tne last. I answer with candor
to this people, but with like empha¬
sis. It does not.
The Roanoke and Southern con¬

struction company was organized by
business men of character and reputa¬
tion to aid in the construction of their
road. Its stockholders have not
only paid their subscriptions to the
company, but have from their in¬
dividual means advanced more than
$100,000 which have been expended
in the work so far done upon the
road. If the road should be complet
ed, the subscriptions by counties and
cities will to some extent go towards
reimbursing the construction com¬

pany for outlays which could not be
obtained from any other source, but
to speak of these subscriptions us
dunations is just as absurd as the first
proposition otM. H. C.

if the construction company could
build railroads and make money by
the operation without any subscrip
tion to the stock of the railroad com¬

pany, it could get any number of
charters under which it could spend
its money solely for the public good
As a business proposition, it is to be
presumed the construction company
expects to make some money from
the building of the Roanoke and
Southern railroad, but whether it will
really make any, or if any, how much,
is one of those questions which de¬
pends upon so many contingencies
that no one can estimate with any
degree of certainity.
The i onsrruction company has e

paid up capital stock of oue hundred
thousand dollars of which stock there
is onlv held by citizens of Roanoke,
thirty-nine hundred dollars, and not
more than one thousund dollars is
held by auy one party It M. H. C.
or his friends think that there is
money iu the stoek of the Construc¬
tion company, they can have all they
want at prime cost. The Construe
tion company was not organized as a

mo»ey making scheme but to build
the road when all other efforts to do
bo had failed.

I hope I may be permitted to say in
this connection that I own only a

small amount of stock in the Con
sruction company and M. H. C. or

any of his friends can have the same

by paying its actual cost. But for the
liberality, enterprise aud public spirit
manifested by the members of the
Construction company at the other
end of the line, the Roanoke and
Southern would today be but a dream
of the past.
"Are not the Southern Railroad

company, the Southern construction
company and the South Roanoke
Land company three birds in one

nest t"
This is the third query of M. H. C.

and is the most nonsensical of the
entire batch.
Not exceeding six thousand dollars

of the stock of the Construction com
pany is held in Roanoke, and no par¬
ties owning more than six thousand
dollars in the aggregate of Construc¬
tion company stock, owns a dollar in
the South Roanoke Land company,
and not more than that amount in
the aggregate is owned by all
the stockholders of the latter com¬

pany in the stock of the former.
This disposes of "two" of your

"birds" As to the identity of the
railroad company with the land com¬

pany, there is no more identity be¬
tween the railroad company and this
land company than there is between
the railroad company and other land
companies in the city-
Mr. M. H. C. thinks he has dis¬

covered a "bug under a chip" and
gravely informs the voters that there
is some scheme deeply and darkly
planned to have the terminus of the
said road in the middle of the
McClanahan farm one mile from the
city limits. If such should be the
purpose of the railroad company
under the ordinance subscribing the
first $100,000 and under that submis¬
sion to a vote of the people the
amount now asked for, not one of the
bonds of the city could be delivered
to the railroad company.
One other fact in this connection.

Every stockholder in the South Roa¬
noke Land company owns, I suppose,
property within the corporate limits
of the city ten times greater in value
ttrscn fats toWert ttoe hntdwcrr^rry.

The proposition is that the railroad
is to have its terminus in the middle
of the MeOlanahan farm to increase
the value of the one tenth interest ot
the stockholders in that property, to
the detriment of the nine-tenths in¬
terest of the same parties within the
city limits.
Mr. C, I assure you, that wa« a

very small "bug" you found "under
that chip." If it does not 6tay under
that chip "La Grippe" will get it.

It would seem that M. H. C, in his
zeal to defeat the subscription to the
railroad, is endeavoring to array
against itj the friends of certain other
measures and he makes this state-
ment:
"Now let the voter look at another

side of this important matter.
"Why are the local members of the

Southern railroad company opposed
to appropriations f^r the bridges, the
hospital, the city hall ? Do they
want to save up the city's credit bo

they may strike for the third or fourth
hundred thousand befor© completing
the road ?"

I was not aware that the members
of the railroad company were oppos¬
ing tbe other schemes or as a com¬

pany worein any manner connected
with them. I understood the pur¬
pose of the council to be that each
scheme should stand on its own
merits and that each voter should
have the right to vote for or against
any one or all of tbern.
So far as my individual vote i6 con¬

cerned, 1 state distinctly that the
charge is incorrect. I shall vote for
the railroad subscription nndforthe
bridge properties, not undertaking in
any manner to represent in this mat¬
ter any one's sentiments except my
own.

I have endeavored to reply to the
article of M. H. C. temperately and
avoiding personalities. Since I have
been president of the Roanoke and
Southern railroad, I have given my
time and what talents I possess to the
building of tbe road, without pay or

hope of reward, but as a citizen of
Roanoke desiring her welfare, and
believing that no enterprise that was
ever inaugurated will add more to the
prosperity of oui-city than the com¬
pletion of this road, I now leave the
question of tbe article of M. H. C. and
tbe reply of myself to the voters of
our city to judge between us.

The Work I'rojeroNNliigfavorably find
Will S'oon be Completed.

A TlMKS reporter had an interest
ing conversation yesterday with Mr.
\V. G. Sears, the contractor for build¬
ing tbe Craig Mineral railroad, which
is to extend fiom New Ca.-tle, Craig
county, to Eagle Mount, tiotelourt
county, where it intersects tho Chesa¬
peake und Ohio railroad.
When asked as to the prorrevs of

the work llr Sears said:
. Every share of stock in the Craig

railroad is owned by the Chesapeake
and Ohio railroad company who have
already spent $45,000 on it and the
work is just begun, comparatively
speaking. The fact that this railroad
owns tlie Craig road is guarantee
eno- gh that the work is progressing
favorably and will be pushed fo com¬
pletion as rapidly as possible. I have
only 'tin men at work at present and
the work that is being done is on the
tirst live miles out f'otn Eaglo Mount
and is all heavy rock work. Three of
the piers for the James river bridge
have been built As soon as spring
opens I will put 1,000 men to work
and the road will probably be com¬

pleted by September 1st..
"Has the commencement of the

road affected the price of real estate
in «.'raig county vet?" the reporter
asked

"I should say so, you will be sur¬

prised when I tell you that in the
town of New Castle alone ovjr $25,-
ouu worth of property changed hands
last week, and tbe place has a very
bright future.

cairo, 111., January 16..Three

hundred persons at Carmi, Illinois,
have been compelled to leave their
homes by a sudden rise in the Little
Wabash river, and it is feared that a

«tili larger number will be forced to
abandon their dwellings and take
refuge on high ground. The river Is
out of its banks and the northern
part of the town is flooded to a depth
of 20 feet in some places, and from
seventy-five to a hundred houses are

Nubmerged. The houses have all been
vacated and the people are seeking
refuge in the spare rooms of their
neighbors in the southern part of the
town. Vast stretches of low land and
meadows are under water aud a num¬
ber of animals have been carried away
or drowned in the fields. The fence
rails, boards and other drift wood,
born down stream by the raging
waters, indicate that the farmers have
suffered severely. Much hay on the
bottom lands has been ruined. It is
reported that the worst is yet to come
and that the people in towns alone
the Little Wabash are preparing lor
the worst- At Carwin it is expected
that the river will rise fifteen feet
higher, if this does happen the result
will be appalling.
