all unanimous. It would seem from
an article in the Evening World that
that portion of the city known as East
Roanoke is disposed to array itself
against the subscription. We do not
know what effect this opposition will
have upon the vote, nor do we know
what the intentions of the company
are in case the aid asked of Roanoke
is refused, but to us it appears that
the railroad can do better with¬
out Roanoke than Roanoke can
without the railroad, since the
Magic City is not the only live town
on the Norfolk and Western road,
nor is it at all certain that she can
maintain even her present position
as" a prosperous business town unless
she has other railroad facilities, and
certainly not, if the roads now in
course of construction are forced to
concentrate at 8alem or some other
place on the Norfolk and Western
nyilroad.

We greatly prefer that our road be
built to Roanoke, but if she don't
need the road bad enough to aid in
its construction, we cannot blame
the company if it leaves her and
heads for a less hide bound commu¬
nity.

TWO BANKS IN NEW YORK .

SUSPEND PAYMENT.

A DEFICIT OF OVER A HALF MILLION
The Lcdox Hill Baak Uoen I nder and

(he Sixth Avenue In Ihe Hand* o

» Receiver.The Director* Liable
for Twice the Capital.

Nkw Yobk, January 31..The Len¬
ox Hill Bank, third avenue and
Seventy-second street, lias suspended
payment. It is controlled by the
same parties who last week bought
the control of the Sixth National
Bank, Broadway and Thirty-fourth
street, which had already been closed
by the bank examiner. The knowl¬
edge of the relation of the two insti¬
tutions caused a run on the Lenox
which it was unable to meet.
The president, Charles E. Wallack,

of the Lenox Hill Bank, was informed
toon after the opening of the bank
yesterday morning that a run was

being made upon it, owing, to
its supposed connection with
the Sixth National Bank. In
all there was but *40,(MJU cash on
hand when the bank opened. Extra¬
ordinary efforts were made and $20,-
000 more was raised. Meanwhile Mr.
Wallack went down town to try and
obtain more funds. .While he was

gone Cashier Van Zant, who had by
noon paid out the $00,000, could not
longer stand the demands and closed
the bank at that hour. The entire
amount of money deposited for the
day was but $400. The financial con¬
dition of the bank is about as follows:
On deposit, $270,000; capital paid in,
$100,000; loans and discounts, $300,-
000; amounts doe other banks, .$50,-
000. Tiie directors, it is said, are
liable for two times more than the
capital. A reorganization of the
bank was had on the l'Jth of Decem¬
ber last, when Mr. Wallack became
president.

I!i.own UP BY DYNAMITE.

An Attempt ta Kill a Priest-Supposed
Work ofan Anarchist.

Pittsburgh, Pa.., January 31..

Shortly after midniglit Wednesday
night an attempt was made to blow¬
up the residence of Rev. Father Fleek-
inger, of St. Joseph'» Roman Catholic
church, of Mansfield, with dynamite.
A cartridge had been placed in the
cellar, to which was connected a fuse
running to the outside of the
building, from where it was

lighted. It is supposed the
object was to kill Father Flechinger,
and lie says he believes the attempt
was the work of anarchists. The
walls of the residence are damaged to
a considerable extent, and all the
windows were shattered The door
of the parlor is badly torn up, and all
the furniture in the room was reduced
to kindling wood. The report of the
explosion was heard two miles away,
and the concussion aroused all the in¬
habitants of Mansfield,many of whom
turned out in night clothes.

A Riot in Place ora Hanging.

MACOS, Ga , January 31..At Mor¬

gan, ^alhoun county, Wednesday, a

crowd of seven thousand people,
mostly, negroes, gather to witness the
execution of Polk Newton, colored,
for murder. Interference by the Gov¬
ernor, however, prevented the execu¬

tion, but the crowd lingered hi town
and there was much drinking

In the afternoon a riot took place
in which the race lines were pretty
strictly drawn. It was caused by a

drunken colored uian striking* whip-
child, and the attempts of the towj
officers to arrest him. A great number
of shots were lired, with the result
that,one white man was fatally
wounded and three others seriously.
The crowd dispersed and it is not
known how many negroes were injur¬
ed, but none were killed. Whisky
was the cadse of the trouble.

Manipulating Railroad TleketN.

Chicago, January 3i..it leaked

out yesterday that one of the Western
roads is manipulating tickets in such
a way a6 to cut the passenger rate to
Denver. The regular fare from Chi¬
cago to Denver is $30.05, and there is
no second-class fare to that point.
But there is a second-class fare to

Ogden, Utah, which is $37.50.
The prospective passenger to De li¬

ver is induced to buy a aecoud-c'ass
ticket to Ogden and pay $30 for it,
at the same time receiving a rebate
order on the Denver office of the
company for $15. This cuts the rate
to Denver to $24. The discovery of
this manipulation has aroused the
ire of the other Denver roads, anil
there is^sorious talk of retaliating by
making an open rate of $24 to Den¬
ver.

A Democratic Victory.
