Miss Mary Tracy, best known to her
friends as Mattie, was about twenty-
seven years old and was the youngest
of Seeretary and Mrs, Traey's three
children, She was known to many
young (riends in Brooklyn, where she
was educated, and her brizht and
merry nature made her the joy of her
father's house. When she wentto
Washington she looked forward to a
gay and happy expericnee, and.
according to her letters to her friends,
she was realising her expectations.
Her untimely death has cuused grief
in many ahome.

General Tracy sold his house in
Broolklyn last spring and purchased
now one in Washington, which e and
his family altered and refitted to their
taste. Besides his wife and two
daungliters, his granddaughter, Alice
Wilmering, about 13 years oll, was
included in his family.
