THE SHEW POSTAGE STAMPS.

They Will bo Placed ou Kale in the
PoMtofflco Tomorrow.

The new postage stamps will be
placed on sale in the postofllce at [
Washington today. The stamps dif¬
fer somewhat in form from those in !
present use, and are about one-eigbth
smaller in size. The design contains,
as the leading feature, the portraits
of personages of great eminence in
American history. The portraits are
iu medalion with a he«vily shaded
back ground, and set in an ornamen¬
tal frame containing the words and
figures expressive of the object and
value of the stamps. The stamps are
priuted in suitable and attractive
colors from engraved 6teel plates, as
follows:
The one cent B+arap contains a pro¬file bust, after Rubricht, of Benjamin

Franklin, printed in ultramarine
blue On the two-cent stamp is a
profile bust, after Houdon, of George
vVashington, looking to the left.on an
oval disk, printed in carmine. The
three-cent stamp contains a profilebust, after Powers, of Andrew Jack
son, on an oval disk, printed in pur¬ple. The four-cent stamp contains a
portrait of Abraham Lincoln, after a
photograph from life, three-quartersface looking to the right; the color is
chocolate. Ou the five cent stamp i6
a portrait of General Grant, after a
photograph from life, three-quarters
r*e.e, looking to the right, color lieht
brown.
The six-cent denomination has a

portrait of James A. Garfield, after a
photograph from life, three-quartersface. The color of this stamp has not
been fully determined upon. The
ten-cent stamp contains a portrait of
Daniel Webster, aftera daguerreotypefrom life, three quarters face, lookingto the left: color, milori green. The
fifteen-cent denomination has a por¬trait of Henry Clay, after a daguerreotype from life. The color is deepblue. On the thirty-cent stamp is a
profile bust of Thomas Jefferson, afterCerracchoi; color, black. Tht» ninety-cent denomination contains a profilebust ot Commodore O. H. Perry, after
