A BI.OT 0> THE STATVTES.
There are many old laws on tho stat¬

ute books of this State which should
he rescinded by the legislature. When
the new coda was prepared many tilings
wsrc ieft undone,and a few of tho laws
left in force aro a blot on cur civiliza¬
tion. This is notably the case in tho
vagrant law. It is not generally known
that by the laws cf Virginia a man

convicted of vagrancy can be sold into
boudage for a period of three months,
to be done with what his owner might
please. Suchia the case and on Taosday
this was done in Norfolk. Tho men were

to have been sold at auction, ?nd it
was rumored about town that a num¬

ber of negroes had made up a purse
to bay them. Now the two men wore

aliens to our soil: they were tramps
from Pennsylvania, yet au infuriated
mob went to the auction rooms to see

that they were not sold. Thoy pro-
vented a ; ublic sate, bat the men were

afterwards sold privately, and are now

working at Lambert's Point. For
this work they will cot receive com-

peaaatiou, and when released will be
as poverty stricken as thoy were wheu
sold. Now, this is nothing mora than
slavery, a slavery far worse than that
which existed a quarter of a century ago.
and it should not be endured. It is a blot
upon the fair fame of Old Virginia.

A PREDICTION.

Years ago an ominout geologist who
had traveled ov«r this sectiou took a

map of the United States and patting
his linger on Southwest Virginia, said:
"This is sure to bocomo the wealthiest
part of the country, f«->r here it is that
tho best minerals aro found. Iron can

be produced with greater economy in
Virgiuia than in auy other section of
tue United States."

und the country he traveled over, when
it was scarcely more than a wilderness,
has exceeded his wildest prophecies.
