BERLIN. April 2..The celebration of
Prince Bismarck's 70th birthday at

Friedricksruhe yesterday was charac¬
terized by more enthusiasm and general
festivity than has marked any similar
occasion since the observance of the old
chancellors natal day became an occur-
rence. Five special trains loaded with
Prince Bismarck's admirers mingled
their. freight with that of the regular
trains, whir.li landed thousnudsof per¬
sons at Ft itdrichsruhe during the day

itors until a late hour. In addition to
these personal visits the ex-chancellor
received over 1.800 birthday greetings
by mail and wire and numerous pres¬
ents. The emperor sent Ins portrait.
Twelve hundred railway employes,

bearing I wehes, proceeded to Friedrichs¬
ruhe last evening and serenaded Prince
Bismarck, also presenting the ex-chan-
cellor with an address. Replying to
the address Prince Bismarek said he
had always advocated rapid communi-
catton. The railway was now the ve¬
hicle of civilization.

(tattering Hams at an Election.

LONDON. April 2..It is expected that
the parlianientarv election which is
being held in Windsor today will be
one of the liveliest contests of late
years. Both parties are working hard,
the Conservatives to maintain their ma¬
jority ot about 350 and the Liberals to
overc >nie it i>y the popularity of their
candidate and the accessions to their
ranks through the increase of the total
vote in the district since the hist elec-
tion. The Liberals have organized an

immense parade as one of the features,
<>t which will be one of the Balfoui
attering rams used by the govern¬

ment's evictors in various parts of Ire¬
land to beat down the walls and doors
of houses whose inmates refused ad-
mission to the bailiffs and police. The
t onservatives have declared that they
will capture this engine of ih-srruction
and should they adhere to this resolve
an exciting scene will ensue, which
may result in many broken heads.

The City ot" Pari* Is All Right.
L >NOv>.\", April 2..The following

statement, made by the agents of the
Ininan sieamship line, has been tele¬
graphed from Queenstown: The Hooded
compartments of the steamer City of
Pans have all been pumped dry. Close
examination shows that the i>ottom of
the vessel i- uninjured and that all the
bulkheads are sound except those in the
engine room, which were somewhat
damaged from the pounding of the
broken machinery. The port engines
are in working condition, and the
steamer has left Queenstown for Liver¬
pool under her own steam. In our

judgment the vessel was throughout
perfectly safe, and everything indicates
that she would have continued to float
indefinitely, as she was without sub¬
mersion or risk after the original disas¬
ter occurred.

Fair Play to Newspapers.
BERLIN, April 2. Chancellor Von

Caprivi has announced his intention to
abandon thesystem of inspired journals,
which he believes to b2 unfair to other
newspapers and productive of no benefit
to the inspiring authority. In future he
will decline to extend favors to one

paper which are denied to another, but
will, on the other hand, aim at a wider
and more equitable distribution of offi¬
cial news among respectable journals
¦without reference to their political lean¬
ings than has been heretofore the
practice.

Wilhelm to Conciliate France.

Berlin, April 2.-It is stated that
Emperor William is preparing a scheme
for a peaceful compromise of the exist¬
ing differences between Germany and
France and will submit the terms to the
French government at an early day.
The plan is said to be so entirely feasible
that its tender by the more aggressive
of the two powers cannot fail of cordial
acceptance by the other, though it may
possibly be subjected to slight modifi¬
cation.

Parnell ami Cnpt. O'shea.

London, April 2..Mr. Parnell has
filed denials in the case of Capt O'Shea
vs. Parnell, as co-respondent, and Mrs.
O'Shea has asked a month's delay in
filing her picas. Capt. O'rfhea will op¬
pose the granting of further delay, be-
iieving, as he alleges, tiiat postpone¬
ment is sought for political effect. It is
now regarded as impossible to bring the
ease to trial before autumn at the
earliest.

Simon Likes William.

Paris, April 2..51. Jules Simon, the
head of the French delegation" to the
Berlin labor conference expresses him¬
self as surprised at the extent of the
h iowledge displayed by Emperor "Will-
ium, who he declares is greatly changed
and has been falsely represented to the
French people for some months past.

Retired Soldiers Are Civilian.-,.

Berlin, April 2..The emperor has
decided that military officers on the re¬
tired list are under the jurisdiction of
the civil authorities and must in all
cases be amenable to the civilian laws.

will he added 125 rooms, which addi¬
tion is now under construction, the nia-

manner. The double tracking of the
Norfolk and Western will add largely1
to the population of lloanoke. This
work has been let and the contractors
arc now preparing to be^iu their work.
