HARRISBURG'3 DEADLOCK.

a Lively Contest In tlie Tied Common
Council for Clerk.

Harrisbuho, April 8..The new select
council organized by tbo election of
Harry E. Herahey as president. The
body is Democratic. Common council,
which is a tie of Democrats and Repub¬
licans, elected William P. Dehcney,
Democrat. Mr. Boak, Republican from
the Fifth ward, voting for Deheney.
No clerk was elected in the select

branch, but there was a lively scrim¬

mage for the place in common councils
the Democrats voting for WTilliam J.
Aaker and the Republicans for Charles
A. Miller, ex-member of tho legislature.
Twenty-three ballots were taken with¬
out result, when an adjournment was
made. Mayor Fritchey, re-elected in
February, took the oath of office before
both councils and made a lengthy ad¬
dress, pointing out needed legislation.

Coul Prices mid Freight ilutnn.
Philadelphia, April 8..A meeting

of the Western Anthracite association
has been called to he held in New York
to-morrow to decide upon the spring
schedule of coal prices. It is believed
the association will fix upon the present
prices, which are about 50 cents a ton
below those of a year ago. A strong
demand will bo made of the railroads
for a reduction of freight rates to Buf
falo. Freight agents will meet on

Thursday and fix tho freight rates on

coal from the mines to Philadelphiaand
New York. Tho Heading ami most of
the other companies are averse to mak¬
ing the change, but the Pennsvlvania is
reported to he in favor of a reduction of
10 cents a ton.

Country Carpenters Kick.
West chester, Pa., April 8..A

strike is on at the new house of refuge
buildings at Glen Mills, six miles south
of this place. This time the trouble :'s
among the carpenters, and twenty of
them did not come to work, 'there
have been two gangs of carpenters it
work on the buildings, tho ono from
Philadelphia, and the other, termed the
'.countrymen," from West Chester and
vicinity. It is the "countrymen" who
have struck, and they assign as their
reason the unjust scale of prices paid
them in comparison with the Philadel¬
phia workmen. The city workmen
have been receiving about $1 a day
more than the "countrymen.-*

Free Delivery In Pennsylvania.
Washington, April 8..Under the

operations of the lull for tho extension
of the free delivery service to cities of
5,000 inhabitants and over, whose i>ost-
offices have a gross annual revenue of
$7,000, the following Pennsylvania
towns will «et free delivery: Kellefont .«,
Bristol, Butler, Carbondale, Columbi i,
Danville. Franklin, Oreensburg, Ma-
hanov City, Oil City. Phomixville, Ply¬
mouth, Pottstown, shamokin. Sharon,
South Bethlehem, Sunbury, Towanda,
Tyrone, Uniontown, West drove, Dun-
more, Ashland and Tamaqua. Othc.-s
may he added by the increase of revenuo
shown at the end of the fiscal year.

Heavy Output of Kall*.

PlTTSBURO, April 8..The run during
the month of March at the Edgar
Thomson rail mills of Carnegie, Pbipps
& Co. was a remarkable one. For
twenty-six days' work tho bona fide
output is in excess of '10,000 tons.a

tonnage which no rail mill in the
world has ever equalled. This tonnage
will le a regular thing and may even
be surpassed. There were approxi¬
mately ÜO.000 rails made in these mills
during the month, which is etpual to
255 9-1'fmiles of single track.

Death of Duviil Trainer.

Media, Pa.. April 8..David Trainer,
founder of the large cotton mills at
Trainer, near Chester, died at his home
after a ten days' illness, from pneu¬
monia. He w;is in his Tilth year. Tie
farm and old homestead has been in the
Trainer family since IrfOG, when it was
purchased by the father of the deceased.
The farm contains several hundred
acres, ami early in the present century
a gri-t and Hour mill were operated on
the pres'-;it site of the large cotton mills.
