amounting to the kum of $5.70.

On rotton of Mr. Broussard,
resolved that' GeoigeE Lyons be
discharged, and his bond, is bridge
keeper, be cancelled.

On motion of Mr. Boyance.
resolved that the COorporation
Atty be authbred to draw upon
the Town Treasurer for the sum
of $2.40 to pay the fees of Dy.

Veazey of Iberia Parish
for serving 4itations, iotiees etc
in the suits of the Town. of Abbe-
ville vs V. Traban i P. Fontelien
* ue. and same party'vs. V. Tra-

3rd ward Parish of Vermilidts.

On motion of Mr. Abailie res-
olved that the license for keeping
hotels be fixed it the sum of 12.50
per annum.

On motion of lr. Wise resoled
that the Mayor in his proclamation
ordering the municipal electibn
to be held in the month of April
next for the election of Mayor
and aldehmian Qf smia town, to
also submit to the voters of said
twon the prop,eety of levying a
special tax of 2j mills on the dol-
lar to constitute a fund fdr the
purpose if assisting the Police
Jury in the'expenses of repairing.
