Mathutrin Clotio Captured.

LIast Saturday nmouilig about four
o'clock Sheilf H-hert accompanied by
deputies J. U. Theall, J. Alcide Le-
biane,,D. H. Labit and Gaston Leblan-
captured M\athurin Clotio, in the sixth
ward near Pierre :11arceaux's. Clotio
it will be remembered, was indicted
jointly with Felicien Dartez for killing
fel:niously a cow belonging to Ernest
Broussard, tried at the last term of
court and by a compromise verdict es-
caped conviction. He was-scarcely out
of this trouble before he got on a howl-

ing drunk and attempted to forcibly
take possession of Euphroisie Guidry's
home about three miles above town.

Guidry finally got his pistol and made
Clotio leave. A few days later a war-
rant was sworn out against him for
some other misdeed and Clotio skipped
out, his family telling it that he had
gone to Red River and again to New
Mexico. Sheriff leberthas made sev-
eral trips for the purpose of arresting
hi'm but he always succeeded in eluding
the officers.

On the night in question the sheriff
and his party had gone on a scout for
Thelesmar Marceaux, for whom they
had been looking for some time on a
charge of complicity in cattle stealing.
Thelesmar is a vary bird and slips
around so slyly in the marshes and wild'
western end of the parish that the offi-
cers have never been able to get near
him. Before daylight the posse sur-
sounded his house and called upon the
inmates to open the door. On entering
it was seen that Maceaux had not
been there that night. If he has not
already left the parish, he will soon be
captured, as his movements are being
closely watched and wann weather;
gives the otlicers better opportunities
to move around.
