SECRECY IN KRUPP'S.

Employses Bound by Oath and Noth-
ing Left to Chance.

One of the first steps that a new
employee at Krupp's (the famous gun
and armor factory of Germany) has to
take 18 to bind himself to absolute
#ecrecy as to what he sces or hears in
the firm. But, this onth notwithstand-
Ing, nothing Is left to chance, for ev.
ery precaution is taken to prevent the
employee from knowlng anything
more than is required for his own {m-
mediate work, In the offices all cor-
respondence passes in locked cases.
One official forwarding suchi a case
to another writes the name of the ad-
dressee cn a slip of paper, which is
Inserted under a glass frame ingen-
fously mounted In the case. Only on
opening the case with its special key
can the address be removed, and it {s
therefore impossible for papers of im-
portance to fall into wrong hands,
In the drawing offices every scrap of
paper 1s locked at night into fireproof
and burglar proof safes, fitted with
time locks. The employees have to
change thelr clothes before entering
and after leaving the office, and they
take thelr meals in the works in the
dining hall. In cases where the se-
crets of the firm are inevitably shared
by employees Krupp's pays salaries
such as would make any attempt at
bribery ineffective. This reference is

more particularly to the men in charge

of the armor plate and manu-

Three directors shall constitute a gquorum
for the transaction of all business, provided
the board consists of not more than five
directors, and four shall constifute a quo-
rum, should said board consist of more than
five directors. The number of directors for
the year shall be determined by the stock-
holders at the meeting called for election.

ARTICLE VI

This charter may be chamged, altered or
amended, or the Corporation dissolved, or
the eapltal stock of this corporation In-
creased, or diminished at any tlme by a
vote of three-fourths of the stock Issued at
& meeting of the stockholders called for
that purpose, after forty days prior potice
shall have been sent to each stockholder at
his last known address, stating the object
of the m&tin%

At the termination of this charter, elther
by limitation, or otherwise, its affairs shall
be liquidated by the then Board of Direc.
tors, or the remainder of them, should any
yacancy occur after sald liquidation has
been declared.

ARTICLE VIIL

No _stockholder of thls corporation shall
ever be held llable, or respensible for any
of the contracts or faults of thia corpora-
tlon, in any further sum than the unpald
balance due on his stock, and no mere im-
formality In the organization hersof shall
have the effect of rendering this charter
null, or of exposing any stcokholder liable
hereander, =
