HITTITE DEITY IN BRONZE

Statuette of Goddess Is Discovered In
Egypt Which May Be of the
Time of Joseph.

From Calro comes news of the dls-
covery of a bronze statuette which
may be of the time when Joseph was
sold Into Egypt. [t seems to be the
first discovered specimen of a Hittite
delty executed In the round.

It represents a goddess standing
upon the back of a llon, whose tongue
Is protruding and tall turned up. The
goddess wears the Cappadoclan or Hit-

style of tlara and carries in her
ms an infant held to the breast.

No features of the work denote an
Egyptlan artist, but all point to Syria,
and 1t is almost a precise copy of the
Hittite rellefs upon the rulned palaces
at Boghaz, Kenol snd elsewhere, in
which the gods stand upon the backs
of animals. The proportions glven to
the body and the arrangement of the
balr are also Syrian, but the shoes
bave not the upturned toes usual with
Hittite figures.

8hould this statuetts be aceepted as
of Hittlte workmanship it will give sup
port to the Old Testament statements
a8 to the existence of Hittites In south-
ern Palestine and will tend to show
that the Hyksos or shepherd kings
who relgned for centurles In North
Bgypt were Hittites or of an allied
race.
