ally delared that, availing themselves of
the laws of the State of Louilsana. and is
paicltaly of the provisions of act No. 7t if
1l91i4. they have covenanted and agreed and

ARTIT I.

The name and style of this corporatlon
shall (l "ItRYSTAI.

and by said corporate namel shall have and

tioned and every part thereof; to manufac-
ture, purchase, or otherwlse aequire, own,
sell, assign, or otherwIse t'ansfer and con-vey. trade, deal In and wIth. goods, wares,
merchandanse ad property of every cla-ss
arlety and description, whether produced
y said ocrporation or other corporations

or persons and generally to do everythlng
necessary, sultable or proper for the ac-
complishment of any of the purposes, or the
attalnment of any one or more of tie ob-
jects herein enumerated.

ARTICILE IV.

The capItal stock of this corporation Is
hereby fixred at the sum of fifteen thousand
dollars, represented by three hundred shares
of the par value of fifty dollars each, paya-
hble in cansh.
