NEGRO KILLED.

Lambert Maker, aged 17 years, was
the negro killed on Wednesday night
at 10:40 o'clock by Joseph Gimalva, a
grocer and saloonkeeper, at Webster
avenue and Newton street. The iden-
tification was made at 5:30 o'clock
Thursday morning by Lawrence Ma-
ker, brother of the dead man, to whom
the body was turned over by order of
Assistant Coroner Rupp.

Maker was killed behind the coun-
ter in Giamalva's grocery. According
to the story of Mrs. Giamalva, the
negro entered the place wearing a
piece of white cloth over his face so
as to hide his features. When he saw
her he made signs as if to warn her
to keep quiet, clutching his throat to
indicate that he would choke her if
she cried out, she says. He made his
way behind the counter and as he did
80 the woman ran screaming to her
husband, who was behind the counter
in the saloon.

Giamalva grabbed a 44-calibre Smith
& Wesson revolver from a drawer be-
hind the bar counter and rushed into
‘the grocery. He says the negro made
an advance as if to attack him, where-
upon he fired five shots, one of which
took effect, entering Maker's right
temple and passing through his head.
Maker died instantly and was found
by the police lying on his back where
he fell.

Three bullet holes were found by
the police in the wall behind the coun-
ter, and all the evidence they gath-
ered went to show that the negro had
apparently intruded. It is believed
he intended robbing the cash drawer.
Nothing of value was found on him.
Maker's body was brought to the
Eighth Precinct Police Station, where
an autopsy was held by Assistant Cor-
oner Rupp, while Glamalva was taken
in custody by Corporal Roussell and
Patrolmen Casslen and Prados on the
charge of murder.

Giamalava was discharged by Judge
Aucoin when tried Monday.

Among the members of the associa-
tion are some of the most prominent
people in the Fifth District, im—lmtingI
Mayor Martin Behrman, who took part
in the parade and later was the princi-
pal speaker at the banquet. His hon-
or was warmly greeted by his fellow-
members, all of whom expressed their
delight at seeing him recovered and
able to take part in the celebration.
The mayor himself said he was happy
to be with them on the occasion, and
expressed the hope that he would be
able to participate in many maore cele-

ident Joseph Lautenschlaeger, of the
Younz Men's Benevolent Association,
of New Orleans, and Treasurer Louis

Mr. Acker gave a brief history of the
association, telling of its trials and
successes during the past quarter of a
century and giving figures of its finan-
cial growth from time to time.

The association was organized Jan.
26, 1886, with thirty members on the
roll, of which number ten survive, and
are 3iill in the ranks.

Frazier, Thomas M. Giblin, Wm. Lau-
mann, John P. Minvielle, Wm. Ford,
John Murtagh, Joseph Healey and
Louis Acker. Four of these are still
in harness, C. A. Sutherland as record-
ing secretary, which he has been for
seventeen vears; H. F. Frazier, as fi-
nancial secretary, which he has been
for eighteen years: Louis Acker, as
treasurer, which he has been for fif-
teen years, and Thomas M. Giblin,
chairman of the finance committee.

Thare have been nine different pres-
idents since the association was or-
gan'zed, as follows: D. J, MecCarthy,
George W. Foster (two terms), Rich-
ard Maher, P. Lauell, P. Tierney, John
A. Barrett (two terms), C. A. Suther-
land, L. F. Gisch and K. Brodtman,
Mr. Gisch held the office longest, serv-
ing eleven years, while Mr. Barrett
was at the helm for four years. Mr.
Brodtman has been president since
1908,

The receipts of the association since
organization amounted to $47,641.69,
while the expenditures reached the
sum of $40,996.16, of which amount
$16,137 was paid out as sick benefits,
and $4,982 as death benefits. The as-
soclation has an Invested surplus of
$6,646.53.

Forty-one active members and four
honorary members of the association
have died since organization, and at
present there are on the rolls one
hundred and ninety-eight members,
with the following officers: Karl Brodt-
man, president; Geo. G. Brunssann,
vice-president; C. A. Sutherland, re-
cording secretary; Henry F. Frazier,
financial secretary; Louis Acker,
treasurer; Louwis G. Webert, grand
marshal; John E. Thorning, guardian:
L. F. Gisch and John A. Barrett, trus-
tees; E. J. Mothe, undertaker; Dr. A.
J. Babin, physician.
