Lawton and Frank Henning, because of the limited eirculation of the evening
papers in our town and because Frank Henning desired the greatest amount
of publicity, and Peter S. Lawton agreeing with him in this oae particular
point:
The following is Frank Henning's reply to P, 8. Lawton's letter:
Algiers, La., June 2, 1911,

Yours very

To the Editor of The Item::

In the last issue of The Herald, a newspaper of Algiers, | am astonished
to notice that an attack is made upon me as a School Director by Mr. P, S.
Lawton, who accuses me of “acting badly,” and of “incompetency,” and of
improperly using my influence as an official. 1 would therefore bespeak
for myself the courtesy of an opportunity ro answer this attack throuzh the
medinum of your paper in order to give the matter as wide publicity as possible.

Tntil recently my relations with Mr. Lawton led me to regard him as a
gentleman of intelligence, and one who would not, without cause, bring unde-
served charges against anyone, even though differing from him in opinion.
The article which 1 refer to has forced me to change the opinion I have here-
tofore had of Mr. Lawton's sense of justice, and, at the same time it forces
me, against my inclinations, to publicly make reply to his accusations and
also to clearly state the situation which appears to have led up to the un-
called for attack on my character.

The matter of the establishment of a school in the Naval Station of
Algiers, where Mr. Lawton owns a considerable amount of land, was first
suggested to me by Mr. Lawton himself, about a year and a half ago. Noth-
ing was done in the matter at that time, nor at any time, until Mr. Lawton,
at my suggestion, about three months ago, proved that a school was really
ne«ded by an exhibitien of a list of the residents of this section, giving the
names of the residents and the approximate number of children who ought to
be provided with sehool facilities.

My plain duty was then evident and 1 cheerfully laid the case before the
other members of the School Board and advocated the establishment of a
gchool in the designated district,

In response to my appeal a committee was appointed to investigate and
pass upon the necessity for action by the board. This committee met, and
was entertained at the residence of Mr. Lawton, together with a large num-
ber of people residing in the neighborhood, and after due consideration and
investigation the conclusion was reached that a school was badly needed
there.

The committee having so reported was delegated to inquire into the
matter of available and suitable sites, the probable cost of same, and to this
committee was also delegated the duty of making such recommendations as
appeared best to them.

Of both these committees 1 was a member, and to me individually was
granted liberal authority in the investigation owing to my knowledge of the
locality and conditions, and 1 can state that T gave my closest attention,
and used my best judgment in weighing the value of every suggestion offered.

Mr. Lawton made a proposal to sell his residence and certain lots of
ground for the sum of $15,000 to the School Board—a proposal which I and
the other members of the committee could not endorse, for the reason that
the price was entirely too high and the building quite unsuitable for use as a
school in its present condition. Realizing that we did not favor such a
proposal, Mr. Lawton then offered to rent the lower floor of his residence to
the Board for use as a school house, at a rental of $35 a month. This pro-
posal was equally unacceptable, for several reasons, among which may be
mentioned the unsuitable size and arrangement of the rooms, the inadequate
entrances, the cost of remodelling, which would have to be done, and, in
addition, the fact that a building partly occupied by a private family would be,
in the event of illness in said family, put out of commission as a public school,

In looking further for a sutable site, a proposal was received from Mr.
Olivier, who offered to donate, free of cost, three building lots in the next
square to Mr. Lawton's property, and to sell three more lots to the Board at
a price which he named—a total of §1,124, with no interest, In comparison
with Mr. Lawton’s six lots in the same vicinity at $2,100, with no interest.

Under the circumstances Mr. Olivier's proposal was, in the opinion of the
committee, far preferable to any which Mr. Lawton or anybody else had
made, and the committee’'s recommendation was unanimously in favor of
accepting his offer.

Subsequently, when submitting my repert as chairman of the commit-
fee, 1 was requested personally in writing by Mr. Lawton to suggest to the
Schoo]l Board, whenever it should meet to take final action, that the matter
shonld be made one of “arbitration,” and that the Board should weigh and
consider the merits of his offer and the reasonableness of the prices demand-
ed. As there did mot, in my estimation, appear any merit at all in the
several offers made by Mr. Lawton, I was unable to accede to his request,
but 1 attached his letter, without comment, to my report—which report was
submitted to the Board and to the City Council, and the request of Mr. Law-
ton was not endorsed by either body.

It now appears that this refusal of mine to advocate the selection of Mr.
Tawton’s high priced and unsuitable bullding and grounds has caused him to
accuse me of “incompetency,” “bad acting,” “biased selection,” and other
fanits too numerovs te mention.

Apart from my own personal feeling of injury, 1 am constralned to state
that it Is indeed regrettable that a public official, in his endeavor to act
honestly and with justice to the interests of the people he represents, should
be subjected to such attacks as this, which has been made upon my character.

The following is Peter 8. Lawton’s reply to Frank Henning's letter:

Algiers, June 5, 1911.
Editor Daily States: Y
~ Dear Sir—In your issue of yesterday you print an article signed by Mr.
Frank Henning on the Naval Station School controversy, to which I would beg
gpace to reply, in crder to assure that same wide publicity sought by Mr.
Henning.

I ha? charged Mr. Henning in our last issue of our local paper, The He:-
ald, with Incompetency, and suggested that also, as an official, he had acted
arbitrarily and unfairly in his attempted selection of the site for this proposed
school. I find that Mr. Henning's article of yesterday imposes upon me
the further obligation of adding a more serious charge to this discreditable
list.  Mr. Henning charges that my grievance consists in having been turned
down by himself and his committee in a proposal I had made to the School
Board to sell my residence and “certain lots” of ground for the sum of
$15,000, “which price was entirely too high™ Mr. Henning, who read this
proposal of mine just before it was handed to his board on the night of May
9, after ha had filed his report favorable to the locating of the school, knows

for any reference, distinctly states that "I would be willing to sell said building
and its four lots at a price to be fixed by appraisers—one to be selected by the
School Board, one by me, and these to select an umpire if necessary, whose
decision would be final!”

For the information of members of the board who had not seen the
property and who congequently could not surmise as to how much money this
would probably involve, I stated that said sum would approximate $10.000
(always subject, however, to the finding of the appraisers, who would deter
mine what said property was worth for school purposes). Not knowing how
much ground the board might decide to purchase, 1 also mentioned fourteen
other lots, which comprise the unszold portion of the square, which 1 stated 1
would be willing to sell for $350 each. Mr. Henning's further statement in
this connection that I had addressed said proposal to him personally, and in
which he also seeks to Jend the impression that it was “subsequently”™ 1 had
brought forward the arbitration scheme which I had proposed that he would
negotinte for me, is also without foundation

My letter on the renting of the property, which is also atill on file, states
distianetly that 1 was willing to have the School Board building
only for such period as would practically determine the sgize and grade of
said schoeol, while the city could, in the meantime, have an option on said
purchase up to March, 1912, to which date 1 had also proposed to carry, free
of interest, siaid property or any other lots in my entire tract which the eity
might select for the purposes of sald school, Mr. Henning, up to this hour,
has neither directly nor Indirectly inguired as to the price of these one hun-
dred and odd lots, notwithstanding that he says that he and his commitiee
lias recommended the acceptance of the Olivier proposal, after he had given
his closest attention and used his best judgment in weighing the value of
every suggestion offered. 1t would be a waste of your valuable space to point
out the others of the many sins of cmission and commission of which Mr.
Henning is palpably guilty in this connection In a feeble effort to show
how promptly his “plain duty” wrged him on in “acting with honesty and
justice to the interests of the people,” he states that the list of the approxim-
ate number of children in this section was handed to him three months ago,
whereas, as he knows, said list bears the date of September, 1908, 1 am not
blaming him for this long delay in the matter, however, as [ believe that this
was unavoidable, and simply call attention to this particular statement to show
that even in the relatively unimportant phases of the matter he counld not
vonfine himsell to the facts, As proof of Mr. Henning's incompetency, 1
nesd but state that the only report of his. upon which his board made any
official recommendation to the ¢ity anthorities, was the report upon the neces-
gity for the school, notwithstanding that he actually thinks, as per his state-
ment, that he has actually “selected” the (Mivier lots and that his board has
approved such selection. 1 would not charge him with misrepresentation in
this, because 1 believe that he is laboring under this delusion. But how could
Mr. Henning expect that his board could possibly give official sanction to the
arbitrary and unfair methods he has resorted to in making this pretended
selection?

It is indeed more than likely that the School Board knows nothing official-
Iy of his making this selection, which I may say en passant, was made at 11
o'clock at night, after all the residents of the neighborhood had retired—>r.
Henning only returning a few days thereafier to try to cure a physical de-
fect of said midnight selection—in nither instance, however, consulting a sin-
gle one of those people whose children must attend said school. 1 feeel equal-
Iy certain that the school board would not officially endorse any other such ac-
tion of his as would shut out all competition in the matter of the sale of this
site, as he has attempted. The School Boeard _wuuld probably have insisted
that Mr. Henning would have at least invited some of his brother members
to assist in making said selection, which should, as all must know, be made
in a formal way, with due notice to all concerned.

I believe that I have said enough fo show that it is not a rase of sour
grapes or a bad loser which has caused me to kick. 1t is rather a protest
against being declared “out on a foul.” I regret exceedingly being called
upon to say such harsh things about a member of one of our important public
boards, but 1 trust that the written evidenee of the letters meniioned, to-
gether with the official records of the School Board In this matter, when
opposed to Mr. Henning's article, will be accepted by a just public as a full
justification. PETER S. LAWTON.
