GOOD HINT ABOUT IRONING

How One Housekeeper Keeps Clothes
Clean While Putting on Finish-
ing Touches.

A housekeeper who is néted for her
labor saving devices attached a blg
pocket to the ironing board when fron-
ing skirts and dresses which will drag

upon the floor.

The pocket is made of unbleached
muslin with a wide hem at each end,
and 18 so long that when it is at-
tached to the sides of the board it
will nearly touch the floor,

A double piece of muslin {8 put on
the corners of the hem to re-enforce
it, and these corners are pinned at
the sides after the garment has.been
put on.

As it is froned, the garment falls
within this loose pocket, and is kept
from contact with the floor.

Laundering Frills.

Before putting in the laundry the
one-side plaited frills and frilled col-
lars, which are so pretty and popular
and yet so hard to “do up,” run a
row of basting stitches about an inch
from the outer edge. That will hold
the plaits in position while washing
end will save time and trouble later
in ironing. This is especially true 1If
you are not the proud possessor of a
patent plaiting fron.

These frills, by the way, should,
when possible, be made separate from
the blouse and buttoned, hooked or
pinned on, so that they do not have
to go so often to the tub. They
really do not get dirty so quickly as
the more exposed parts of the blouse,
and they are a great nuisance usually
to wash and iron, even with the pre-
caution mentioned. If you buy a
ready-made blouse with frills stitched
on, it I8 an easy matter to rip them
off and supply buttons and button-
holes.

Wine Sauce.

Put over the fire a cupful of bolling
watcer. Wet a tablespoonful of corn-
starch with enough cold water to make
8 paste and stir into the boillng wa-
ter. Cock ten minutes, stirring to pre-
vent Its lumping. Rub to a cream a
quarter cupful butter and ome cupful
of powdered sugar. Add one egg, well
beaten, and a good grating of nutmeg.
When this has cooked ten minutes add
8 half cupful of wine and pour Into
the sugar and egg mixture, stirring
until well mixed. Keep hot in a pan
of hot water until ready to serve.

Delmonico Potatoes.

Layer cold potatoes, layer grated
cheese; pour over drawn butter.
Bauce—Put in double boller or over
the tea kettle one cup milk: when
the milk is hot add one tablespoonful
flour and butter creamed, boil togeth-
er until thick; keep up the process
antll the dish is full

Cream Bauce.

Two rounded tablespoons butter,
two spoonfuls flour; when butter bub-
bles stir in flour; add salt and pepper
lo taste; add enough cold milk to
make consistency of good gravy. Let
boll good.

Mickory Nut Cakes

Beat to a cream onehalf cup of
butter and two cupfuls of sugar. Add
the yolks of two eggs beaten light and
stirred. in with a cupful of rich mllk.
Bift together In another bowl three
cups of pastry flour, a teaspoonful of
cream of tartar and onehalf tes
spoonful of soda. Mix with the other
{ngredients, beat, then fold in two
cupfuls of chopped hickory or walnut
meats and two cupe of seeded raisins
dredged with flour.

Fold in the whites of two fresh
eggs beaten to a froth and bake for
an hour in & moderate oven. The cake
may be flavored with a grating of
nutmeg, & bit of mace or vanilla as
preferred.

Currant Buns.

One and a half cups warm sweet
milk, one cup sugar, one cup yeast or
one veast cake (if yeast cake is used
dissolve in cup of lukewarm water),
one-hall cup of butter, gne cup our-
rants. Make a stiff batter. Let rise
over night. In the momrning stir in as
much flour a8 you can with a spoon.
Lat it rise agaln, then knead in enough
flour to make out In small cakes, let
rise again and bake in guick oven. T'wo
eggs may be used In the moruing, If
Uked.

Tomato Curry.

Cook two tablespoonfuls of butter
with one-half tablespoonful finely chop-
pen onlon until yellow. Add one sour
apple, pared, cored and chopped. Cook
elght minutes. Add one-half cup rice
stock, two cupes canned tomatoses, one
half tablespoonful curry powder, one
teaspoonful vinegar. When it bolls
add one teaspoonful salt and one salt-
spoounful pepper and onme cup bolled
rice. Cook five minutes.

Floor Polisher.

If you have mo weighted brush on
a long handle to keep hard floors In
condition, a good substitute can be
found by removing the brushea from
an old sweeper and covering the
opening first with a thin board or
beavy cardboard, then with a plece of
carpet that is thick and soft.

If you cannot get enough pressure
with the movable handle it can be
made firm with wires or nalls.
