Joseph E. Renecky, one of the lead-
ing retail merchants, stated that he
was heartily in favor of a wovement
being started to have an electric car
line on Morgan and Patterson streets,
or in otherwise the front business sec-
tion in Algiers.

Mr., Renecky stated that he would
be willing to put up his share in the
expense which might be incurred in
advertising the franchise. What he
desired most was to see some concert-
ed effort. If all the property owners
and business men, as well as residents,
would sign a petition and get it be-
fore the Council something definite
could be done.

Aside from being a boowm to busi-
ness, it would have good results in
other ways, Some may contend that
the line would be a short one, but by
making it obligatory to transfer to oth-
er lines in Algiers the ride would be
worth while and would be a paying
investment. Not alone would it bring
people to the Canal street ferry, but
it would build up the business of the
Third District ferry as well, making
this franchise worth going after.

Mr. Renecky said he intends to agi-
tate the question which has been dis-
cussed many times, but nothing has
been accomplished. If the Algerines
are progressive, as they claim, he felt
sure they will join with him in seek-
ing the improvement which is needed.
