In
the various processes of produeing the
original Prench farues In other coun-
tries, notably Germany, the msic of
Briquet was gradually eliminated and
that of local composersu substituted.
Even when Adolph Phillips brought the
German verlion to America and pro-
ducedit in New York, he had elimlnat-
edrall but a few of the original Briquet
-a--ers.

With coneiderable sagacity, how-
ever, Mr. Weber 'restored the entire
score for his New York production in
