The h!ole of said stock, or such part
thereof as may be necessary, may be issu.-d
for the assignment and transfer to this
corporation for any formula or formulas,
or recipe or recipes; also in payment, settle-
ment and adjustment of the costs, fees.
charges, expenses and commissions incurred
for services rendered in the formation and
organization of this corporation; likewise
for cash or in settlement of such amounts
and at such times as the board of directors
may determine.

The board hereinafter created is especially
authorized to dispose of the stock for any
and all of the purposes above stated, as In
its judgment seems fair and proper.

ARTICLE V.

All the powers of said corporation shall
be v,.sted in and exercised by a board of
directors to be composed of not less than
five (3) nor more than seven (7) stock-
holders. to be elected annually on the sec-
ond Monday in December in each year. All
such elections shall be by ballot and con-
ducted at the office of said corporation un-
der the superintendency of two (2) com-
missioners appointed by the board of direc-
tors,. or shall it fall to act, by the presi-
dent. and of such elections, as well as of all
meetings of stockholders, except for the pur-
pose of liquidation or dissolution or as oth-
erwise required by law, notice shall be given
by publication for not more than ten and
not less than seven consecutive days prior
to and including the date of such election,
to one or more newspapers published in the
city of New Orleans. Each stockholder
shall be entitled to one vote for each share
of stock standing in his name on the books
of the company to be cast in person or by
proxy, and the majority of the votes cast
shall elect. The board of directors shall
have the power to fill all vacancies that may
occur on the board. A failure to elect dl-
rectors on the date specified shall not dis-
solve the corporation, but the directors then
in oice shall remain in offce until their
successors are elected: due notice of an-
other election shall be given as above pro-
vided, and such notices shall continue to be
given until an election is held. The major-
ity of the directors shall constitute a quo-
rum for the transaction of business, and the
board of directors at its meeting following
each annual election shall elect a president,
one or more vice-presidents, a secretary and
a treasurer, and such other officers as it
shall deem necessary.
