At all elections any metings of stock-
bolders, ieach stockbholder shall be entitled
to one vote for each share of satock stand-

nlag in his ame. and may vote In person or
by proxy.

In case of the r•silgnation or death of a
director hlis plate shall tbe illed as soon as
practIcable by calling a metIng of the di-
rectors to elect his successor, who must be
a stoe kbolder.

The Board of Directors shall appoint such
agents. employs, servants and clerks as
may he necessary for conducting the busal-
ness of this corporatton and shall fix their
eompensatlIon and have the right to dismlils
at pleasure.

AMENDMENT TO
CHARTER

"ST. TAMMANY SHIP YARD."
OF lOUISIANA, CITY OF NEW

ORLEANS.

Be it known, that on this eighteenth day
of the month of August, in the year one
thousand nine hundred and eleven, before
me, Felix J. Dreyfous. a notary public, duly
commissioned and sworn in for the parish of
Orleans and city of New Orleans, therein
residing, persenaly appeared Messrs. Ernest
Lee Jahncke and Paul F. Jahncke. both of
this city, a special committee appointed for
the purposes hereof.

Who declared that at a meeting of the
stockholders of the "ST TAMMANY SHIP
YAItI,.' a corporation organized under the
laws of this state, by an act passed in this
office on Aurust 25. 190. recorded in the
mortgage oSe. hook 912, folio 372,-on
July 24. 1911. pursuant to notices sent to
each stockholder at his last known post-
office address. Article IV of said charter was
amended so as to read hereafter as tollows:

"ARTICLE IV.
The capital stock of this corporation is

fixed at the sum of ten thousand ($10.000)
dollars, divided into one hundred (1001
shares of the par value of one hundred

1•K141, dollars each, which shares shall be
paid for in cash, or in the purchase of pro-
perty. All shares of stock shall be full paid
and son-assessable. No transfer of stock
shall be binding upon the corporation unless
made upon its books, and all certificates of
stock shall be signed by such oicers as may
be designated by the board of directors.

All stock in this corporation shall be held
upon a condition precedent and under con-
tract and agreement in the nature of vested
rights that all such stock is so held and
possessed subject to the rules and provisions
for the transfer of same as hereinafter set
out, to-wit :

-irst. No sale or other transfer of
shares of stock In thli corporation shall be
valid until and unless the opportunity has
been first afforded the shareholders of record
at the date of such transfer, sale or other
alienation to purchase such stock at book
value plus twenty-five per cent, the value
to be ascertained in the manner herein pre-
scrited. The right to acquire said stock
hereby first vested in the other stockbolders
of record shall follow the stock into any
hands to which it may pass and may be ex-
ercised against the holders thereof within
ninety days from the time any sale or trans-
fer thereof has been offered to be entered on
the books of the corporation.

It shall be the duty of any holder of stock
in this corporation who intends or desires
to sell, transfer, alienate or otherwise dis-
pose of the same to give ten days" written
notice of such intention or desire to the
board of directors of the corporation, who
are hereby constituted agents of the other
stockholders for the purpose of such notice,
and said board of directors shall give imme-
diate information thereof, in writing, to all
the other stockholders of record. Before
the exilration of the ten days from the re-
(-eipt of said notice by the board of directors
any shareholder of record may offer to pur-
chase. and may acquire the right to pur-
chase, said stock by notifying the board of
directors in writing and thereafter shall de-
posit the price of said stock in cash with the
corporation on or before the expiration of
eirhty days from the last mentioned date.

Upon receipt of the first mentioned no-
tice, the board of directors shall advise the
person owning said stock, his agent or repre-
sentative. to join with said board in fixing
the value of said stock, which value shall
be established on the basis of the last an-
nual or semi-annual statement or report of
the corporation and the last monthly trial
balance preceding the date of such notice.
and to the value thus found and established
there shall be added twenty-five per cent..
and the sum thus found and established shall
constitute the value and price of said stock.

If within twenty-four hours after such
notice. the owner, his agent or representa-
tive. does not join with the board in estab-
lishing the price or value of the stock, the
board may proceed without further delay to
fix the said value, using the report anad
trial balance aforesaid for that purpose.

The seven persons receiving the
highest number of votes, shall constitute
the board of directors for the enasuing
term, and shall at once assume their po-
