and individuals; and generally to to any
and all things necessary or incidental to the
carrying out of these purposes.

ARTICLE is.
The capital stock of this corporation is

hereby fixed at twenty thousand dollars

ARTICLE V.
The business and affairs of this company

shall be managed and conducted by a Board
of Directors consisting of three stockhol-
ers. N. A. Wooddy, N. S. Wooddy and J. N.
Wooddy shall constitute the first Board of
Directors, who shall hold office until the
last Monday of April, 1913:, or until th.eir
successors are duly elected and qualifietld. The
Board of Directors shall, at any time, have
the power to lncrease the number of sald
board to a number not exceeding tive, andt
to elect members to the vacancies created
by such increase. On the last Mond:ay of
April. 19011, and annually thereafter an
election of directors shall he held at the of-
fice of the corporation, notice of which meet-
ingo shall be given by mail to each stock-
holder ten (10) days prior thereto. At all
elections, a stockholder, whether present in
person or by proxy, shall be allowed one
vote for each share of stock that has been
standing in his name on the books of the
company for ten days prior to such meet-
ing. In case of a vacancy occurring for
any cause in the Board of Directors, the
vacancy shall be filled by the calling of a
special meeting of the stockholders who shall
elect a new director, who shall hold office
until a successor is elected at the next an-
nual meeting. Officers and directors at any
time in office shall continue as such until
their successors are duly elected. Any alb-
sent memb*ar of the Board of Directors may
delegate in writing to any other director
authority to act for him at any meeting of
directors.

ARTICLE VI.
The officers of this corporation shall con-

stst of a president, a secretary and a treas-
urer. The offices of secretary and treasurer
may be held by the same stockholder. Un-
til the last Monday of April. 1913, or until
their successors shall have been duly elected
and qualilfied, N. A. Wooddv shall be presi-
dent, and N. S. Wooddy secretary and treas-
urer.

ARTICLE X.

contracts or faults of the corporation, or its
officers and agents, beyond any unpaid bal-
ance that may he due on the shares of stock
owned by him, nor shall any mere informal-
Ity in this charter or act have the effect of
rendering this charter void or exposing
I atockboldees to liability beyond the amount
of their stock.
