The capital stock of this corporation is

hereby fixed at the sum of fifty thousand
dollars ($50.001), divided into and repre-
seated by five hundred (500) shares of the
par value of one hundred dollars (t100.lOO
each, to be paid for in money, or for labor-done or services rendered, or such stock as
may be issued or delivered for lands and
other property to be taken, accepted and

i received by the corporation for Its corporate
purposes at such valuation and upon such
terms for said stock as the board of direc-
tors may determine and direct from time
to time to be expedient. The capital stock
of the corporation may be increased or re-
duced by proceedings take in the manner
prescribed by law.

The stock of this corporation may be is-
sued for money, for labor done or services
rendered, or for lands or other property,
which may be thus paid for or exchanged
and made over to the company. The valu-
ation of any and all lands, rights, contracts,
labor or services and property, movable,
immovable and mixed, corporeal or Incor-
poreal, accepted and received by the corpor-
ation for its corporate purposes in payment,
exchange or otherwise, for any of the stockI. and shares of this corporation and fixed by
the board of directors upon such terms and
conditions for the issuance of such stock
I shall be conclusive evidence of such valua-
tion: and any and all persons, partnerships,
associations, corporations or creditors deal-
lung with this corporation are concluded
thereby, and any and all persons, partner-
ships, associations, corporations or creditors
dealing with this corporation hereby waive
any right or cause of action against the
original or subsequent owner or owners of
such stock and shares issued to It, him her
or them in payment or exchange for labor
done or services rendered, or for such lands,
rights, credits, contracts and property valued
by the board of directors as aforesaid, and
each, every, any and all contracts, contract
or undertaking made by or entered Into with
this corporation shall be subject to this pro-
vision of this charter.

All of said stock shall be full paid and
non-assessable when issued and delivered,
and transfers th reof shall not be binding
on the company unless recorded in its books
and shall be further subject to such rules,
r regulations and conditions as the board of
directors may prescribe.

This corporation shall begin its businessi as soon as three thousand dollars ($3,000)
of its stock shall have been subscribed.

ARTICIJ V.
The corporate powers of this corporation,

including the power to make and amend its
by-laws and the management and control
of its affairs shall be vested in and exer-
cised by a board of directors, composed of
not less than three or not more than seven
persons, who shall be the holder of at least
one share of the capital stock of this com-
pany, a majority of whom, represented
either in person or by proxy shall constitute
a quorum for the transaction of all busi-
ness.

Any director in his absence from any
meeting of the Board of Directors shall
have the power to appoint in writing any
other director or stockholder as his proxy,
with full power to act in his stead at such
meeting.

The directors shall be elected annually
by ballot by the holders of the stock on the
first Tuesday in June of each year. Each
holder of stock shall be allowed to vote in
person or by written proxy, one vote for each
share of stock owned by him, and all elee-
tions shall be held under such rules and
regulations as may be adopted by the board
of directors.

until the regular meeting on the first Tuesn
day In June, 1913, or until their asucces-
sors shall have been elected and qualified.

ARTICLE VI.
Liability of the stockhbolders of this cor-

poration for the contracts or faults of said
corporation is limited to any unpaid balance
that may be due by them respectively en
their subscrlptions. No mere informality in
this act or lacorporatlon shall render this
Charter void or epose stockhollders to lia-
bility beyond the amount of their unpaid
subscrlptlons.

ARTICLE VII.
This Charter may be mended or this cor-

poration may be dissolved with the assent
of the stockholders holding am Jorlty oft
the outstanding stock at a general meeting
convened for that pnrpose and at least tea
days notice shall have been given to the
stockbolders through the mail addreasd
to their respective places of basalnems.

In case o dissolution by the expiration of
this charter or otherwlse, the afhlrs of this
corporation shall be I•••dated by three
stockholders to be eleed at the meettlng
ordering such liquidaldtion.
