Except to defray current and necessary
expenses of this corporation and for salaries.
the appropriation .-f the funds of this cor-
:oration and association by said Board of
Tr~itees shall be only by the consent of a
majority of the moeml,.rs of this corporation,
who shall be called for that purpose by writ-
ten notice after ten days notice, or at a
meeting of the Department Encampment.

ARTICLE V.
The Department Commander of this De-

partment and in his absence or default, the
S-nior Vice-Commander. is hereby designat-
ed as the officer upon whom citation may be
served.

ARTICLE VI.
This charter may be modified, altered or

amended, or dissolved by a rote of three-
fourt as of its legal members at any De-
partment Encampment, or meeting regulari-
Iy called for that purpose after written ten
days notice. Should this corporation be
finally disso!ved after its liabilities are sat-
isfied, the remainder of the property, of any
nature, shall be delivered to the Trustees
of the Permanent Fund of the National En-
campment of the Grand Army of the Re-
public.

Whenever this corporation shall be dis-
solved, either by limitation or otherwise. its
afairs shall be liquidated by three members
of the Council of Administration, that is
Board of Trustees, elected by the members
of this corporation at a meeting voting its
dissolution.

They shall have six months In which to
wind up its aRfalrs and may fill vacancies
among themselves by selection from mem-
bers of the Board of Trustees.

ARTICLE VII.
This corporation and association shall

exist and continue for the period of twenty-
five years unless sooner dissolved and no
dissolution thereof shall ensue while there
are fifty or more members of this corpora-
tion In good standing, residing within the
limits of Louisiana and Mississippi who de-
sire to continue the same, if its continuance
is otherwise fnancially practicable.

ARTICLE VIII.
The Council of Administration may adopt

such by-laws, rules and regulations for the
government of this corporation and associa-
tlon as they may deem proper, subject to the
approval of the corporation and not con-
trary to this act of incorporation, to the
laws of the State or of the Cnited States.
