OF NATIONAL PETROLEUM COMPANY,
UNITED STATES OF AMERICA, STATE
OF LOUISIANA, PARISH OF ORLEANS,

CITY OF NEW ORLEANS.

Be it known, that on this seventh day of
October, in the year of our Lord, one thou-
sand nine hundred and twelve, before me,
Herman Michel, a notary publle, duly com-
missioned and qualified, in and for the
parish of Orleans, State of Loulslana, there-
in residing, and in the presence of the wit-
nesses hereinafter named and undersigoed,
personally came and appeared: the several
persons whose names are hereunts sub-
scribed, who severally declared, that avall-
ing themselves of the privileges of the laws
and statutes of the state of Loulslana, rel-
ative to the formation of corporations, they
