All elections shall be by ballot and a ma-
jority of votes cast shall elect and each
share of stock shall be entitled to one vote
either Ir person or by proxy at all meetings
of stockholders. This corporation shall com-
mence business and become a going concern
so soon as three thousand dollara of its cap-
ital stock shall have been subscmibed for.

ARTIC'I4 VI.-Thls act of incorporation
may hbe changed, modified or altered or this
corporation may be dissolved with the as-
sent of three-fourths of the capital stockpresent or represented at any general meet.
ng of the stockholders convened for that

purpose after thirty days prior notice shall
have been given in one of the daily newspa-
per. published in the city of New Orleans,
five times during aaid thirty days, and such
changes as may be made in- reference to the
capital stock shall require in addition forty
days' prior notice in writing by mail to each
stockholder.

ARTICLE VII.-Whenever this corpora.tion is dissolved, either by limitation of its
charter or from any other causea. ts affalrs
shall be liquidated by two commissioners to
he elected from among the stockholders, at
a meeting of the stockholders convened for
that purpose after thirty days' prior notice
each stockholder by publlication in one of
the daily newspaper. published in the city
of New Orlean.. five times during said thirtydata. Said commiasionera shall remain in
o0i4e until the affair. of aaid corporation
shall have been fully iiquidated. In case of
the death of either of Mid commihalonera.
the srvivor ahall continue to act.

ARTICLE VIII.-No stockholder of thiS

'AMENDMENT OF CHARTER OF CRES-
CENT RIVER PORT PILOTS'

ASTOCIATION.
UNITED STATES OP AMERICA, STATE

OF TA)UISIANA, PARISH OP OR-
LF.ANS, CITY OP NEW ORLrANS.

Be it known, that on this twelfth day of
the month of May. nla the year of our Lord
one thousand nine hundrendand thirteen.
and of the lndependence of the United Stateas
of America the one hundred and thirty-sev-enth: beforeo me. Ctharles Joseph Theard, a
no tarv public, duly commiaioned, sworn and
qualified in and for the parish of Orleana,
and in the pre•ence of the witneseae here-
Inater named and undersrigned, personally
came and appeared: Mr. Joseph P. Loga,vice-president, and Mr. William F. Spence,
Jr., ecretary, of the Crescent River Port
PIlot. Association, a corporation organlied
under the laws of thi statte, by act pased,on Augutat 6, 190,. before Gustave Joaeph
Rican. notary public In thia city, and duly
recorded In the mortgage ofce of this par-
iah, in book 912, folio 314.

And the said appearera declared that, in
accordance with a resolutlon adopted by the
board of director, of aaid corporation, on
December 10. 1912, and after the notice.
and publcations required by law, a meeting
of said corporation, attended by all the
atockholdera thereof, waa held in this city
on February 11. 1913, to decrease the cap.-
tal stock of .Mid corporation from $30,000
to $2,)00,. and for other purposes.

That, at said meeting, the eapital stockwas, by tunanlmos vote, reduced to twenty-
nine hundred dollars ($2,900), and the char-
ter of Mid corporation was, also by unani.
mous vote, amended in other repecct, so
that ArtIcles 4, 6, 7 and 8, shall now read

ARTICLE 4.
The capital stock of this corporation Is

hereby fized at twenty-nine hundred dollar.
(*2,900). diviled into twenty-nine shares of
one hundred dollar. each. paid cash. each
member holding one share, represented by
the proper certifcate.

No person (the original aianers excepted)
shall be entitled to hold a sbare of the stock
of this corporation, or shall ever exerceethe rights of a stoekholder, unless he be a
river pilot duly licenased by the groper
United 8tates government antboritles as a

wi between the city of New Oreinansdi

the head of the Passes, and unless be also
holds a commission from the governor of
the state of Louisiana as a river port pilot,
under the provisions of the state law gov-
erning pilotage on the waters aforesaid, nor
until he shall have been duly elected to
membership in this association, and have
signed an obligation to stand to and abide
by Its charter, by-laws, rules and regula-
t tons.

The shares of stock of this corporation
shall not le subject to pledge or bypotheca-
lion, except as herein provided, and any at-
tempted pledge or hypothecation thereof
shall be null and void and of no effect, and
said shar,-s shall be non-negotiable, non-
transferable and non-alienable, except that
amnte shall be sold back to the association

and te by it resold and reissued to new
mlmtlttrs. as hereinafter provided, and any
oiltt.r att ptlllled negotiation, transfer, or
alienationl. siluntary or forced, shall be null
and void and of no effect.

At the death of a slih:reholder, the associ-
atl n shall, ipl,. flatI, and with•out judicial

CIIARTER
OF OYSTER, FISH, GAME AND VEGE-

TABLE PROTECTvIVE BUREAU.
United States of America, State of Louisi-

ana, Parish of Orleans, City of New Or-
leans.
Be it known, that on this twenty-third

day of the month of April, in the year of
our Lord one thousand nine hundred and
thirteen, and of the independence of the
United States of America the one hundred
and thirty-seventh, beflore me, Philip Gen
slera, Jr., a notary public, duly commissioned
and quasllfed in and for the parish of Or-
leans, cIety of New Orleans, therein reslding,
and In the presence of the witnesses herein
after named and undersigned, personally
came and appeared the several persons
whose names are hereunto subscrihed, who
declared that, avalling themselves of the
provisions of the laws of this state relative
to the organIzation of corporations, they
have covenanted and agreed, and by these-
presents do covenant and agree, bind, form
and constitute themselves, as well as such
person or persons as may hereafter become
associated with them, into a corporation and
body politic in law for the objects and pi-r
poses, and under the agreements and st pu-
lations following, to-wit:

Article I.-The name and style of said
corporation shall be the Oyster, Fish, Game
-and Vegetable Protective Bureau, and by
that name said corporatlon shall have power
and authority to have and enjoy succession
for the full term and period of nlnety-nine
years, unless sooner 'dissolved, from thi-
date. To contract, sue and be sued in it.
corporate name, to make and use a cor-
porate seal, to hold, receive, purchase, own,
convey mortgage hypothecate or pledge
property both real and personal; to employ
such manager directors, offeers, agents, or
other employees, as the interests and con-
venience of said corporation fiay be re
quired ,and to make and establish such by-
laws, rules and regulations for the proper
management of the afalrs of skid corpora-
tion as may be deemed necessary.

Article II.-The domiciles of said corpora-
tion shall be in the city of New Orleans,
State of Louisiana, and all citations and
other legal process shall be served on the
president of said corporation, and, in his
absence, upon the secretary, and, in his ab-
smnce, on the treasurer..

Article IlI.-The objects and purposes for
which this corporation is established, and
the nature of the business to be carried on
by it, are declared to be to carry on and
conduct in the State of Louislana, or any
other state In the United 8tates or else-
where, a brokerage business. a collectlon
agency, a sales and purchasain agency, a
claim alency, a mercantile agency and In-
formatlon bureau: also an association where-
by all members of this association wlll de-
rive the benedits of the diferent departments
of this corporation.

Artile IV.--The capital stock of this cor-
poration is fzed at the sum of ten thousand
dollars ($10,000), represented by one bhun-
dred (100) shares of the par valpe of one
hundred dollars ($100) each, which capital
stock may be increased or decreased, as per-
mltted and provided by the statutes of this
state; said capital stock may be Issued for
cash, or its equlivalent, or for property re-
ceived, or for services rendered.

Article V.-AII of the corporste powers of
mid corporation and the control and man-
agement of Its bnsiness shall be vested in
and exercised by a board of directors com-
posed of three stockholders, two of whom
shall constItute a quorum for business. The
directors shall be elected annually by ballot
by the stockholders at the ofee of the cor-
poratlon on the first Tuesday In May of each
year, the first election to take place May 1,
1913. Until the election for directors to be
held on May 1, 1913, the following stock-
holders shall constitute the board of direc-
tors of this corporation, namely: Saul Moos,
Jullus Blum and Jacob L Young.

Each stockholder shall be entitled In per-
son or by proxy to one vote on every share
of stock owned by him, and such election
shall be held by three commissioners of elec-
tlon appointed by the board of directors for
mid purpose. In the event of the failure
of the board of directors to appoint commis-
sloners of the election, then the president
may appoint them. The directors thus elect-
ed shall coattinue in oace for one year and
antil their isuecessors are elected and ap-
ponlated; aad no falure to elect shall be re-
garded uas a forftieture of this charter. Any
vaamey oeeunrrl e said beard of dlreetors

number a presldent, a vice president, a sec-
retary and a treasurer, but the secretary
may or may not be a member of the board
of directors; also establish and make, alter
and amend from time to time any and all
by-laws, rules and regulations deemed neces-
sary by them for the conduct and manage-
ment of the business affairs of interest to
said corporation and not in conflict with
the charter.

Article VI.-This act of incorporation
may be changed, modified, or altered, and
said corporation may be dissolved, with the
assent of three-fourths of the stock repre-
sented at the general meeting of the stock-
holders convened for such purpose after at
least ten days previous notice of such meet-
ings shall have been given by notice sent ly
mail to the place of business or residence of
such stockholders. If the same has been left
with the corporation; otherwise, by follow-
ing the city directory. This form of notice
shall apply to all stockholders' meetings for
any llpurpose.

Article VII.--No stockholder shall ever ,he
he'd liable or responsible for the contraict,.
faults or debts of said corporation, nor shall
loly mt.re informtallyv in Its organizationtf
have the effect of rendering this charter nulll,
or of ex*pslng a stockholder to any llablitl
bey-nd the unpaid balance due on the shar's
ou n, d by him.

Artile VIIl- -Whenever this corporation
Is dis•silved. eitlt ,r ly limitation or -ther-
otse. its affairs shall ibe liqithlat-d under the
sullprintendecel l of three conulissioners frol
almon the sto,-khoblers so to je elected ,by
ballot for that purpos,- at a general nmeeting
of stockholders c-onvened after notli'e at lea.st
ten days prior to said election, to ist glsen ,
as aforesaid. Said commissioners shall re-
main in office until the affairs of sai ,or- j
lwration shall have been fully liquidated..
and, in case of the death or disability of en,'
or more of said ornmissioners, the survivor I
or survivors shall name and appoint a •ut-
resr or or successors to the said commissiuner
or commiaslotners.
Art.ile IX .- Any and all notice or notices t

provided for by this charter or require by I
law may be waived and dispensed with by 1
unanimous •cont olll of the stockholders.
