United States of America, Btate of Louls!-
ana, City of New Orleans, Parish of Or-
leans,

Be It known, that on this thirtleth day
of the month of April, In the year one thou-
eand nine hundred and thirteen, before me,
Robert Legier, a motary publie, duly com-
missloned and gualified In and for the par-
Ish of Orleans, state of Loulslana, afore-
sald, thereln residing, and In the presence of
the witnesses heerlnaffer named and under-
slgned, personslly came and appeared: the
pérsons whose pames are heéreunto sub-
scribed, who declared that, avalling them-
seives of the provisions of the laws of this
state, In such cases made and provided, they
have covenanted and agreed, and do, by these

In the absence of
both of sald officers them said process shall
be served on the secretary-treasurer.

tank storage business; to lssue and grant
negotinble warebouse or storage receipts or
certificates In connection amd for the pur-
poses of sald warehouse business ;| to advance
