Crater lake, Natlonal park, Is situat-
od on the summit of the Cascade range
in south central Oregon. It has an
area of 158360 acres and is located in
the midst of a beautiful mountain
couutry, the principal attraction being
Crater lake, n body of water baving
an area of twenty and one guarter
square miles (water surface), which is
situated in the caldera of an extinct
volcano.
