Advocates Compulsory Matrimony.

Skyscraper Cities.
Opposite the post office, in lower

Broadway, New York city, there has
just been completed a building 780
feet high, which will provide working
quarters for 10,000 people. If all the
men and women employed in this one
"skyscraper" should attempt to go up-
town by the subway at the end of the
day, it would take the ten-car express
trains, running at intervals now es-
tablished, 15 minutes to haul them
away. Though this happens to be the
highest structure in the city, there are
others nearly as large; it is one of
dozens that accommodate four or five
thousand people each, and one of hun-
dreds that accommodate more than a
thousand people each. The number
of these great buildings is steadily
growing.-World's Work.

Sugar as an Article of Diet.
The belief is gaining ground in many

quarters that if you wish to stave off
old age and to have the feeling of
perennial youth and gaiety, no matter
what your actual years may be, you
cannot do better than eat plenty of
sugar. One of the pioneers of this
theory is Professor Metchnikoff, who
has made exhaustive experiments to
prove his statements. There are some
who even asserts that not only does
the frequent eating of sugar keep one
from growing old, but that ift a man or
woman will begin the sugar treatment,
even after senility has set ian, the o-
feest will be so gtreat as to amount to
a complete change in his or her ha-
aeter.

When You Telephone.
When you are tempted to be imp-

tient with Central because she esannot
give you your number with quite theo
speed of lightning, it would not be
amiss to remember these facts: The
British postmaster general has stated
that the average time, on 50,000 calls
observed, taken from the moment of
ringing up to the moment the operator
responded, was 5.1 seconds, and the
average time till the person called
answered, 28.6 seconds. But that was
in phlegmatic England. In nerveous

Chicago the corresponding average
times were 3.1 seconds, and 25.4 se-
onds. How would you like to try to
do it quicker than that yourseltf?

Statue of Savior at Panama,
John D. Long, ex-secretary of the

United States navy, proposed at a ban-
quet ia New York that a statue of
Christ be erected on a mountain oveo
looking the Panama canal. He said
it would be a challenge to pece,
whereas fortifications were a challengeo
to war.
