"Article IV. The capital stock of this
corporation is hereby fixed at the sum of
seventy-five thousand dollars ($75,000.00),
to be divided into seven hundred and ifty
shares of the par value of one hundred dol-
lars ($100.00) each; said shares of stock
shall be issued at par only, and when is-
sued shall be paid for in cash or its equiv-
alent In property.

Article V of the original charter of this
corporation was amended and re-enacted to
read as follows:

"Article V. All the powers of this cor-
poration shall be vested in and exercised by
a board of directors to be composed of four
persons, all stockholders of this corpora-
tion, any three of whom shall form a quo-
rum for the transaction of business of thls
corporation. The board of directors shall be
composed of the following: A president, a
first vice-president, a second vice-president
and a secretary-treasurer. The firat board
of directors of this corporation ander this
amended charter shall be composed of Mor-
ris Scherr, president ; Max Roseneld, first
vicepresildent; William A. Bloom, second
vice-president, and Morris Dreyfus, secre-
tary4reasurer.
