Is es of the laws of this State relative to

the argniationi of corporations, in such
cases made and provided, they constitute
themselves, their assonates, successors and

assins, and dcorporation under the stipulations
herein set forth, which they adopt as their
charter, to-wit:

ARTICl.E I. The name and title of this
coriirat on shall te WILCOX MERCANTILE
A;}NCY, and it shall enjoy succession for
ninety-nine I'iM years from this date, and
shall have. fbr the ptupose of the business
to be carried on by it, all the powers con-
ferred It law Upo" corporations.

ARTICLE II the domicile of this cor-
piratitn shall be in the city of New Orleans,
State of Louisiana. and all citation and other
legal process shall he served on the presi-
dent, and in case of his absence or disability,
upon the secretary or teasurer.

ARTICLE III. The objects and purposes
for which this corporation is organized and
the nature of the business to he carried on
by it are hereby declared to le that of a
mercantile agency, and it shall have power
and authority:

made upon the hinoks of the corporation.

ARTIl.E V. All powers of thins corpora-
tion shall he vested in and the business and
affairs shall be managed by a board of di-
rectors to consist of not less than three nor
more than nine stockholders, who shall be

elected annually at a meeting of the stock-
holders on the foiurth Tuesday of January of
each and every year. except the first board
of directors, who are declared to he Clar-

ence O. Wilcox, Owen R. Parker and Lewis
0). Shackelford, who shall serve in that ca-

pacity until their successors are duly elect-
ed and qualified. All elections shall be held
by ballot at the office of the company under

the supervision of two commissioners to be
appointed by the board of directors. Notice of
such meeting shall be given by the secretary
in writing, delivered to each stockholder in
person or mailed to hit last known address at
least fifteen days prior to such election, but
this notice may he waived by the unanimous
consent of all the stockholders.

At all such elections and at all meetings of
the stockholders, every stockholder shall he
entitled to one vote fior each share of stock

standing in his name on the books of the
company at the date of such election or meet-
ing; said votes ito he cast in person or by

written proxy, and a majority of the votes
shall elect.

The failure to elect directors at the annual
meeting shall not dissolve or affect the cor-
poration nor impair its management ain any

respect, but the directors in office shall re-

main in office until rneir successors are

elected and qualified.
Each board of directnos shall elect as soon

as possible after their own election a presi-

dent, vice president, secretary and treasurer,
and any two of the offices of said corporation,
except those of president and vice president,
may he hel by one and the same person at
the same time.

The first officers of the corporation shall be
as follows:

Clarence O. Wilcox, president: Owen R.
Parker, vice president and secretary, and

L.ewis O. Shackelford. treasurer, who shall
hold office until their successors are duly
elected and qualified.
All vacancies in the board for whatever

cause shall be filled by the remaining direc-
tors. Any member of the board may appoint

a proxy to act in his place and stead at any pr
