AlKEDID CIARTIR
OF THE SUBURBANITES.

United States of America, State of Louisiana,
City of New Orleans, Parish of Orleans.

Be it known. That on this 15th day of the
month of June, in the year of our Lord one
thousand nine hundred and fourteen, and of
the independence of the United States of
America, the one hundred and thirty-eighta,
before me, Arthur A. Moreno, a notary pu-
lic, duly commissioned and qualified, in and
for this city and the parish of Orleans
therein residin, and in the presence o
the witnesses hereinafter named and ua-
dersigned, personally came and appeared
John G. O'Kelley and C A. Sporl, who de-
clared that at a general meeting of the stock-
holders of The Suburbanites, a corporation
organized by an act passed before Felix ).
Puig, notary public on July 5, 1907 held at
the office of the said corporation in tie Canal-
Louisiana Bank Building, of this city, on tre
4th day of May, 1914, they were elected re-
spectively president and secretary of the said
stockholders' meeting, as will appear by a
certified copy of the minutes of the said
meeting, annexed hereto for greater reference.
And that the said John G. O Kelley, as presi-
dent, and the said C. A. Sporl, as secretary
of the said stockholders' meeting were author-
ized and empowered to appear before me for
the purpose of amending the said charter of
The Suburbanites.

And the said appearers, as president ane
as secretary respectively of the said stock-
holders' meeting and acting in said capacI-
ties, and on behalf of said corporation by
virtue of the authority conferred upon them
at the general meeting of the said stockhola-
ers, declared that the charter of The Slubur-
banites passed before Felix J. Puig, notary
public, on the 5th day of July. 19(,7, has been
changed, altered and amended to read in its
entirety as follows:

Article I.-The name, style and title of this
corporation shall be THE SUBURBANITES;
by that name said corporation shall have
power and authority to exist and enjoy suc-
cession for the full term of ninety-nine years,
from and after the day and date hereof: to
contract, sue and be sued; to make and use a
corporate seal, and the same to break or
change at pleasure; to hold, receive, lease.
purchase, alienate and convey, as well as
mortgage and hypothecate, property, real, per-
sonal and mixed; to name and apoint such
managers, officers or agents as the interests
of said corporation may require, and to make
and establish such by-laws, rules and regu-
lations of the affairs of said corporation as
may be necessary and proper, and the same
to alter and change at pleasure.

Article II.--The domicile of said corpora-
tion shall be in the city of New Orleans, in
the State of Louisiana, and all citations or
other legal process shall be served on the
president, and in case of his absence on the
vice-president, and in case of the absence of
both the president and vice-president on the
secretary-treasurer of the corporation.

Article III.--The objects and purposes for
which the corporation as establsihed are here-

declared to be: The maintenance and reg-
lation social intercourse and amusemene

Ten menmbers shall constitute a quorum for
the transaction of business at all meetings,
and the decision of the n ,jority of the quo-
rum presenit shall be valid .is a corporate act.
exccpt as to amendment of charter, or dis-
solution of the corporation,. which is here-
after provided for.

Article V.-This act of incorpo•ration may be
amended. changed. modifted or altered, or said
corporation may be dissolved by a vote of
two-thirds of the members present at a special
meeting called for the purpose, after ten days'
written notice of the purpose of such meeting
shall have been mailed to each member at his
last known address, at which meeting the
quorum shall consist of twelve members.

Article VI.-A membership fee of $75 shalh
be paid immediately upon acceptance of mem-
bership in this club. A certificate for $50
thereof. which shal be delivered to the mem-
ber and shall be non-transferable and non-
negotiable, neither shall any right, of any
kind, pass thereunder by any execution, or to
any heir, assign, successor, executor, adminis-
trator or other person whatever.

But whenever such member shall cease for
any cause whatever to be a member, and
whenever this corporatio*. snail have filed the
vacancy thus created, the said certificate
shall be called in and redeemed by this cor-
poration at the face value of the same. The
substance of this provision shall be printed in
or upon all certificates issued hereunder.

It is especially understod and agreed by
the subscribers to this charter and by all per-
sons who may become members of this cor-
poration that upon the death of any mem-
ber, or upon his ceasing, for any cause, to os
a member of this corporation, all right, share
or intreset which the said member may have
in the assets of the corporation shall revert
to the corporation and shall in nowise be-
long to said member, his estate or his helrst
and the membership of this corporation is
strictly personal and not transferable.

Article VII.-Whenever this corporation
shall be dissolved, either by limitation or
from any other cause, its affairs shall be
liquidated or settled by three commissioners,
to be appointed for that purpose by the mem-
bers of said corporation, at a meeting called
for that purpose, and in case of death of
one or more of the commissioners the sur-
vivor or survivors shall continue to act, unth
the vacancy or vacancies shall be filled at a
special meeting called for that purpose by
the acting commissioner or commissioners or
by any five members.

Article VIII.-No members of this corpora-
tion shall ever be held liable or responsible
for the contracts, debts or fatlIts of the said
corporation in any further sum than the un-
paid balance due the corporation on any ac-
count whatever, nor shall any mere intor-
mality in organization have the effect of ren-
dering this charter null or of exposing the
members to any personal liability.

And the said appearers moreover declared
that in consequence of the foregoing and pur-
suant to the authority in them vested by the
stockholders of said company they do hereby
formally declare publicly and make known
that in the manner prescribed by law and
agreeably to the provisions of the charter of
the said Suburbanites, the charter of The Sub-
urbanites passed before Felix J. Puti, notary
public, has been changed, altered and amend-
ed as hereinabove set forth and written, ana
they do hereby direct and require that the
above stated change and amendments of the
charter of The Suburbanites be recorded and
published in the matter prescribed by law to
the end that the said changes and amend-
ments hereafter and at all times be as here-
it:above set forth, as regards all persons that
are now or may hereafter become stockholders
of the aforesaid company.

Thus done and passed, at my office, in the
city of New Orleans, on the day, month and
year herein first above writen in the prese" ce
of W. Catesby Jones and William S. Ed-
wards, competent witnesses, who hereunto
sign their names with the said appearers and
me, tnotary, after reading of the whole.
