ECCENTRICITIES OF 0. HENRY.

A True Bohemian, Loving Life and
Laughter Better Than Work.

William Sydney Porter, who as "O.
Henry" introduced to American litera-
ture a new type of short story, was a
"man's man." stalwart, fun loving,
pose hating and was as polpular with
his associates in the literary field as
his stories were with the public. He
was forty-three years old when death
closed his promnising career.

lie was at work just before he died
on a phlay called "The World and the
Ihor" and on his tirst long novel,
"The l)rea:m." lHe had intended doing
"serious writing" heinceforwadl. his
former crisp, snaplpy. asmazingly dra-
matic short stories having been mere
play to himn. lrilliant as they were.
he wrote them in slapdash fashion
when the ileas struck him--or when he
needed fundIs, for lie was a true bohe-
mian. systeuless, improvident and lov-
Ing life and laughter better than work.

Only a few days before the end
came the editor of one of the big mag-
azines was handed a note in his sanc-
tum by a messenger, who waited for
an answer. The editor read it. laughed
and said, "It's Syd Porter up to his old
tricks." The note was to this effect:
"Please send me $25. 1 invited a man
to dine with me and thought he'd pay.
From the looks of him I don't think he
will-and 1 can't. 0. Henry." The
money was sent. The writer could
have anything he wanted-and almost
any price for his stories-so well was
he liked and so great the demand for
his work. He received for, tales of
2.000 or 3.000 words (three or four
magazine pages) as much as $750 and
even $1,0,0.

But be wasn't "easy" despite his
financial regardlessness. His friends
narrate an incident showing the man's
shrewdness. A magazine noted for
"slow pay," they said, contracted with
him for a three part story, for which
he was to receive $1,500. He got a
$500 advance before starting to work,
and when be turned in the second in-
stallment (none ofit has been printed
yet) got $500 more and asked for the
third $500 as an advance before finish-
ing the tale. The editor, in an effort to
save money apparently, declared tha,
after all the story didn't appear to be
worth more than $1,000-this when he
had the two installments in his ofce.

"All right." said O. Henry. "I won't
write the third one then." And he
didn't He laughed at the editor.
"Well, then," said the latter, "I'll run
the two parts and then let our readers
have a guessing contest as to how the
story ends and put up perhaps a $500
prize to the winner." For a moment
the author thought he waa outwitted.
Then he said. "Go ahead, and I'll win
the prize." He intended to win it too.

guarantee titles to land or other real estate,
and to issue guarantee or other bonds; to re-
claim and improve landed property; to lay
out town lots or suburbs, pave streets, con-
struct sidewalks and alleys; to put down
sewer, drainage, water and gas or other
trenches or pipes and to connect the same with
the municipal plants or for the sole use of
such subhdivision; to contract or erect, or to
contract for the construction or erection of
huildings. workshops, mechanical plants, and
generally to do and engage in any and every
other kind of business or undertaking or enter
prise connected with, or growing out or ger-mane or incidental to any of the purposeshereinabove set forth and not prohibited by
the laws or Constitution of the state of Louisi-
ana.

Article--IV. The capital stock of this cor-
poration is hereby fixed at the sum of Ten
thousand ($10.00.00) Dollars (which may heincreased to a sum not exceeding Twenty-five

Article--V. All the corporate powers of thiscompany shall be vested in and the mana•e-
ment and control of its business and affairsshall be exercised by a Board of Directors,composed of three stockholders, which numbermay be increased to no more than seven, at
the discretion of the Board of Directors, a ma-jority of whom shall constitute a quorum forthe transaction of all business. The directorsshall be elected annually on the first Tuesdayof the month of January of each year, by bal-lot of the stockholders. Each stockholder shallbe entitled, in person or by written proxy toone vote of each share of stock owned by himand standing in his name on the books of thecorporation. All elections shall be held undersuch rules and regulations as may be determi.ned by the Board of Directors, but after at

among the stockholders of the C'ompany. Incase of the death or inability of any of said
