I know miy way
very well by tlhe sounds of the track

I can tell to a yard when we are

running on an embankment. whcen we

slide into a cutting. when we run

through a station, and what station it

is (this mainly by the sound of the

adjacent bridge that we ron under or
over). The sound of a deep rock cut

ting is quite distinctive, and different.

I time
precisely my movements so as to open
my eyes, rise to my feet, get my par
cels off the rack, and have the win-
dow dropped exactly as the train
stops.
