OF SOUTHERN MOLASSES COMPANY,

LIMITED.
State of Louisiana, Parish of Orleans, City

of New Orleans.
Be it known that on this seventeenth day of

the month of February, A. D., 1915. Before
me, James Barkley Rosser. Jr., a notary pub.
blc, duly commissioned and qualified, in and
for the Parish and State, aforesaid, therein,
residiQg and in the presence of the witnesses
hereinafter named and undersigned, person-
ally came and appeared, the persons whose
names are hereunto subscribed, all of the full
age of majority and residents of this city,
who severally declared, that availing them-
selves of the provisions of the act of the legis-
lature of this state, being known as act No.
267 of the session acts of 1914, they do, by
these presents, covenant and agree and bind
themselves, as well as all other such persons
as may become hereafter associated with
them, in order to form and constitute a cor-
poration or body politic in law, for the ob-
jects and purposes and under the stipulations,
following, to-wit:

Article .-- The name and title of this cor-
poration, shall be "Soutnern Molasses Comn-
pany, Limited." of New Orleans, and it shall
have and enjoy succession and existence for
a period of ninety-nine years from date here-
of. It shall have the power and authority
to sue and be sued in its corporate name in
any court of competent jurisdiction; to con-
tract; to make and use a common seal and
alter the same at pleasure; to acquire prop-
erty by grant, gift, purchase and to devise or
bequest; to lease, hold and dispose of, and
to mortgage and pledge the same, all subject
to limitations as may be prescribed by law;
to issue bonds and notes; to appoint such
officers and agents as the business of the cor-
poration may require, and to fix their compen-
sation to name directors and managers, and
to make and establish by-laws, rules and
regulations for the management of the busi-
ness affairs of said corporation as may be
requisite and necessary.

Article II.-The domicile of this corpora-
tion shall be in the city of New Orleans,
State of Louisiana, where all citations and
other legal process shall be served upon the
president and in case of his absence upon the
vice-president, and in case of the absence of
the vice-president, upon the secretary-treasur-
eer thereof.

Article III.-The objects and purposes for
which this corporation is organized, and the
nature of the business to be carried on by
it are hereby declared to be; to engage in the
business of buying, cannin , refining and
selling molasses, sugar and rice, and infurtherance thereof, to buy, lease or acquire

such real property as may be necessary toproperly conduct and prosecute such business,

in the establishment of factories, plants orotherwise; and generally to all such things as
may be necessary to the prosecution of such
business.
Article IV.-The capital stock of this cor-poration is hereby declared to be the sum of

five thousand ($500.00) dollars, divided into
shares of one hundred dollars each, the
amount of each share shall he paid for ac-
cording to law, and this corporation, shall be-
come operative and go into business and be-
come a going concern, when thirty (.0)
shares of the capital stock, shall have been
subscribed and paid for, to-wit: at the exe-
cution of these presents. No transfer of
stock shall be binding upon this corporation,
unless same appears on the books thereof.

No stockholder, shall have the right to as-sign or transfer any share or shares held by
him, unless he shall have first offered same
in writing to the board of directors, which
will have the right to purchase same within
ten days thereafter, at the valuation deter-
mined by the board; and in case of dissatis-
faction, as to price the matter shall be arbi-
trated one arbitrator with the powers of ami-

able compounders to be appointed by eachside, and an umpire to he selected by those
wo who shall take oath and whose decision

ihafl be final, and no ressmure to the courts to
a hereafter allowed. And all the shares of
,tock when so purchased may be reissuedit not less than par value.

Article V.-(l) 'th corporate powers of this

cor poration. shall be vested in a board of di-
rectors to be composed of three directors, twoof whom shall constitute a quorum for the

itransaction of business, to be elected by the
1stockholders at a general meeting to be held
on the first Monday of January, in each year.

1(2) At all meetings of elections of this cor-
dporation, each stockholder shall be entitled
to one vote for each share of stock staldtng l
Ihis name on the books of the company, which
vote shall be cast in parson or by written
proxy.

(3) The hoard of directors shall have tile
power to make all by-laws, rules and regula-rtlons

nor shall any informntallit Iin the otgantlatltl

Article VIII.--A failure at any time to hi,

meetings or elect directors or otficers as
herein priovted, shall not work a fo,rfeitutr
of this charter or dissolve the corlporation,-
liut the existing board of directiors and nl,
cers shall continue in office until their situ-
cessors, have been elected which election shall
be held as soon as possible.

Article IX.--At the expiration of this char-
ter, unless sooner dissolved, its affairs shall
be lihquidated by one or more commissioners
to be appointed by the stockholders in meet-
ing assembled for that purpose :nd who are
invested with full power to sell all the as-
