TOWN HOUSE OF
LEASING DESIGN

So Placed That Its Advantages

Are Apparent at a
Glance.

Architectural Features Especially In-
teresting in View of the Results
Attained—Interior Arrange-
ment of Building Worked
Out With Care.

‘A solid story-andahalf house of
very neat design is shown in the ac-
companying perspective and floor plan.

The house is placed sideways to the
street, a manner of building that is
liked from the fact that it presents
a8 broader outlook in the most inter
esting direction,

A house 38 feet in width really re-
quires a 60-foot lot. The appearance
of a house depends a good deal upon
the manner in which it fits the lot.
House builders have a habit of en-
croaching upon each other on streets
that are particularly desirable, so that
the placing of a house on a lot means
a good deal because of possible future
contingencies.

For this very reason experienced
property owners advocate wide houses,
because the front view can never be
seriously obstructed.

Sometimes on certain streets in fine
residence sections there are building
restrictions that are written into deeds
conveying the lots. Purchasers of
such lots usually agree to place the
house a certain number of feet back
from the street line, and a certain
number of feet from the north or east

We see a house we like. Not having
studied the principles upon which
modern architecture is founded we do
not attempt to analyze the cause of
the reason why the house has a pleas-
ing appearance. We do not realize
that architects have spent many years
in learning how to produce such effects.

A gymmetrical house of pleasing ap-
pearance is made up of many little
things, In certain kinds of brick
houses the white plaster seams show
prominently. Other house walls show
no plaster in the seams. The plaster-
ing is done differently to produce dif-
ferent effects, When the plastering is
cut out to a depth of, say, three-eighths
of an inch, there is a shadow between
each two bricks, both at the ends and
gides, Thousands of these little shad-

ow marks, varying in shade, cover the
bullding with a blending of color that
defies description,

In this particular design a pleasing
effect is secured by the treatment of
the gables.

right, the size and the weight of the
cornice has been studied, the gable
end over the fromt porch and the
gabled dormer in the front side of the
wide roof all corregepond without being
made exact dupllcates of each other.
Also the treatment of the front porch
and the so<called “terrace” at the side,
which is left uncovered, are similar,
but not enough alike to appear monot-
onous.

The large chimney at the end of the
house is another decorative feature. It
is built of rough-faced, dark-colored
brick, laid up with white mortar and
topped with a white terra cotta chim-
ney to match the white painted cor
nice,

This chimney is intended more for

line of the lot. Also the minimum

decorative purposes than for actual

price of the house to be erected is
stipulated,

Buch restrictions are valuable when
each lot owner is sensible and honor-
able, But the courts seem to hold that
the title to real estate conveys undis-
puted possession reaching to the lot
limits on each side and from the cen-
ter of the earth to the top strata of
ozone, so that restrictions of this na-
ture simply amount to a “gentleman’s
agreement” to carry out sensible im-
provement ideas for the mutual benefit
of all concerned.

When a mentally unbalauced shy-
ster breaks into such an environment
and builds a saloon or livery stable on
a valuable regidence lot the only re-
dress is to chuck him into the river
once every twenty-four hours until he
reforms.

The architectural features of this
house are eepeclally interesting be-
cause of the symmetrical manner in
which the roof, large front porch, dor-
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service. It projects into the iiving
room, where considerable ingenuity
merges the chimney into a fireplace
where it blends with and supports a
wooden mantel, designed especially to
form a prominent unit of the inside
house finish which extends through
the living room, reception hall and en:
circles the dining room.

One kind of woodwork is selected and
millworked to one particular design
The design is worked out, molding
fashion, in sections, which may be
built up to considerable proportions.
For instance, the baseboard is fin:
ished at the top with a plain, simpla
0. G. cap that curves gracefully over
to meet the plaster, without .eaving
a level ledge. The same graceful O. G
curve marks the outside finish of all
moldings in the three rooms. The
erown molding at the joining of the
slde walls with the celling is finished
in the same manner at both the upper
and lower edges.

The plate rail in the dining-room is
made to correspond. Openwork in the
stairway and all other work in the
reception hall is turned out in the
same way. The buffet at the end of
the dining room s connected with the
other woodwork by bands of molding
at the bottom and top that extend
clear around the room, so that the
blending of the interior woodwork in
the front part of the house is just as
pleasing as the general architectural

mer and terrace balance up to make a
splendid pleture. The wide projection
of roof and the heavy cornice are
especially sultable to the proportions
of the house. The style is what is
generally termed “story and a half,”
which in this case gives almost as
much floor area in the upper story as
it does on the first, because of the
space over the front porch, which is
utilized for the large front bedroom.

It will be noticed that there is an
extra wide front entrance commencing
with the cement walk that leads to
the front porch. Also that the front
steps and the front door entering the
house all are wider than usual,

A study of the plan in general will
bring out several such combinations.
It 1s the manner in which the different
main features of the house are brought
together in one harmonious blend that
makes the house so attractive.

Restore Paine Relics.

The stove that was presented by
Benjamin Franklin to Thomas Paine,
writer and patriot, has been restored
to Paine’s former house, now the head:
quarters of the Huguenot association
in North avenue, New Rochelle. Wal
ter T. Bell of Woodbury, Conn., whe
purchased the stove 30 years ago from
the former owner of the Paine house,
sold it to the Huguenot assoclation
The stove was one of the first made by
Franklin. The crudely-made sections
are fitted together in grooves instead
of with nuts, bolts or rivets, It is now
in the room once used by Paine as his
study.
