Officials of the railroad corporation
told Mayor Behrman and Commis-
sioner Thompson the company would
have given the various items above
mentioned serious consideration be-
fore this, but for the fact that the or-
dinance in guestion was adopted dur-
ing August of last year, at a time
when the company could not make
an appropriation for the work, in
view of the facrt that the fiscal year
beginsg in July, The 1915-16 fiscal
year will begin on July 1, and at that

BONDS FOR JITNEYS
OBJECT OF COMPANY.

Automobile Drivers to Start Move-
ment to Organize Guaranty
Association.

“Stanliope King, of the Motor Car As-
sociation of New Orleans, conferred
with Commissioner Thompson upon
the subject of the possible organiza-
tion of a mutual guarantee company
made up of jitney owners to furnish
bond for jitneys. They asked Mr.
Thompson if such an  organization
were perfected, would the city accept
its bonds in compliance with the re-
quirements of the jitney ordinance.
Mr. Thompson replied there was no
disposition upon the part of the elty
to be arbitrary, and any security that
was solvent would be accepted as a
bond, so long as it carries out the
purpose of the ordinance to insure
responsibility of the jitney owners. He
suggested that the plan of the organl-
zation and scheme be worked out and
submitted to him, and he could then
better say whether it would be satis-

factory.

The delegation left promising to
start the movement at once to organ-
ize a guarantee company to furnish
for its members the security neces-
sary to comply with the bond pro-
vision.
