United States of America, State of Louisiana

Parish of Orleans, City of New Orleans
Be it known that on this 21st day of thl

month of June tn the year of our Lord one
thousand nine hundred and fifteen, before me
Oramel II. Simpson, a notary public duly corn
missioned and sworn in and for the parish
of Orleans and city of New Orleans, therein
residing, personally came and appeared the
persons whose n.runes are hereouto subscrrbed,
who declared that availing themnselves of the
provisions of the laws .. f this state in such
cases made and provided relating to the or-
ganization of corl.rationns, and more partic-
ularly act 2.7 of the (;eneral Assembly of
Louisiana, apprvc d July 9, 1914, they have
covenanted and agreed, and do by these pres.
ents covenant and agree, bind, form and con-
stitute themselves, as well as such persons
as may hereafter join or become associated
with them, into a .orporati m and body pol-
itic in law for the objects and purposes and
under the agreements and stipulations fol-
lowing, to-wit:

Article I.-The name and style of this cor-
poration shall lie (lec-Not ('ompany, Incor-
porated, and under that name it shall have
and enjoy all the rights, advantages and
privileges granted by law to corporations, and
shall continue and subsist for the period of
ninety-nine years from the date of this act.
Its domicile shall be in the city of New Or-
leans.

Article II.-The purposes for which this
corporation is formed are:
1. To acquire the ownership of the formula

for making (;lee-Nol and to acquire the
trademark and all rights of every description
growing out of the said formula or trademark
of Glee-Nol or appertaisung thereto.

2. To manufacture and sell talJer-Not; to
make contracts and agreements and to grant
concessions to others for lihke purpose, and to
use and employ the said formula, trademark
and trade rights in every proper business
way.

3. To acquire, manufacture and sell all
other syrups, extracts and soft drinks, either
as owner or as agent of others.

4. To own, construct, maintain and operate
a bottling plant for the bottling of Glee-.ol
and of soft drinks in general.

5. To do all business, make all contracts,
and in general enter upon and perform all
things necessary or germane for the accom-
plishment of the objects and purposes herein.
above set forth.

CULLODEN MOOR.
Where the Last Battle Was Fought Ind Great Britain.

The last battle fought on the soil of
Great Britain took place in the middle
of the eighteenth century. While
George I1. was engaged inl the war of
the Austrian succession Charles Ed-
ward, who was called the young pre-
tender, a grandson of King James II.
of England. landed in Scotland and
made two attempts to obtain the throne
of his ancestors, lie was victorious in
the battle of l'alkirk, but the Duke of
Cumberland. son of Ueorge II., having
been recalled from the continent to
take command of the king's forces, the
pretender was defeatett at 'ulloden
Moor, a plain in Scotland four miles
from Inverness.
This was the last balttle fought on the

island of (reat Britain and took ilace
y April ti, 174.. andi it was also the last

attempt on the Jpart of the Stuart fair-
ily to re•lo\ r the throne of 4 reat Lrit-
aln. C'harles I:lward Stuart esapetd to
France after hie had wandered five

' months in the highlands. He died in
Rtone. JanI. 3)P. 175.

The Dukie of 'umlherland gave no
quarter. T'lhe wouniled were all slain,
and the Jails of Elilaindl were filled
with prisoners, nt:tny of whotn were
executed. .1\ntoln the latter were Lords
Balmerino. Kilmarnuok and Lovat,
Lovat being the last person who was
beheaded in England.
