If the Hero pumps

have not removed the water in this section so as to make possible the(

construction of the road to Belle-Chase, we believe the pumps have failed p

greatly in the work for which they were chiefly intended-that is to drain D

the swamps of the water.

The City of New Orleans awarded the contract to Thos. Egan for the r
reconstruction of the "Cut Off" road more than three years ago, based ontt y
plans and specifications prepared by A. S. Covell, civil engineer, who had

been employed by Governor Warmoth for that purpose. Egan promptly

commenced work and completed about 3,500 feet of the rdad from the

Mississippi river back to the woods, which part of the road we have always t

referred to as the field section. When the swamp was reached it was cov-

ered with water and no further work could be done. The water continued
to cover the swamp for more than two years so that it was impossible to ,
proceed, but it was expected that with the putting into operation of the i

Hero drainage pumps the swamp would be dried out so that the construc-

tion of the road could be proceeded with. As soon after the pumps were D
put into operation and the water in the swamp was drawn off, work was T
resumed by the E. J. Kelly Construction Company, to whom the contract

had been transferred by Thos. Egan and considerable work was done in ,
