Be it known, that on this Sth day of the
month of January. in the year of our Lord.
one thousand nine hundred and seventeen
(1917), and Io' the independence of the United
S'ates of America. the one hundred and
forty-first, before me, Arthur B. Leopold, a
notary public, diuly commissioned and qual-
ified, in and for the city of New Orleans,
parish of Orleans, thesein residing, and in
the presence of the witnesses hereinafter
named and undersigned: Personally came and
appeared:

The several persons whose names are here-
unto subscribed, who severally declared that
availing themselves of the laws of the Sta:e
of Louisiana, in such cases made and pro-
vided, they do. by these presents, form
themselves into a corporation under the fol-
lowing stipulations.

Article I.-The name of this corporation
shall be the Shell Beach Land & Improve-
ment ('ompany, Inc., by which name said cor-
poration shall have and enjoy corporate ex-
istence and succession for the term of ninety-
nine (99) years, from and after the date
hereof, unless sooner dissolved according to
law- and its domicile shall be in the city
of ,iew Orleans.
