This is an additional appropriation of several million
ldollars which were made recently to the Naval bill.

In the last appropriation for Navy Yards New Orleans was not men-
tioned and of course did not get any of this appropriation, but as the addi-
tional appropriation of twelve million dollars is for the purpose of equiping
a!l of the Navy Yards, the amount of money which New Orleans will get
will depend almost entirely on the activity of our representatives in Con-
gress as well as the different exchanges of the city of New Orleans.
