We, the undersigned resi-
dents, taxpayers and citizens of
the Fifth District of the (ity of
New Orleans respectfully peti-
tion tile Honorable Mayor and
('ommission Council in refer-
ente to the proposed sale of the
Third District Ferry franchise
as follows:

1st. That the proposed fran-
chise be not offered for sale.

2nd. That the ('ity of New
Orleans take over the said 3rd
district ferry and itself operate
it for the beLefit of the people.

3rd. In the event that under
its charter the city should not
have the authority to operate
ferries, then, in that case. or in
the event the city for any rea-
son. is unable to operate the
ferry, the City of New Orleans
to continue the Ipenatlon of
the ferry under the same plan.
possibly under some similar
plan under which it is now op-
erated. but under a revised and
modified tariff until the expira-
tion of the ('anal Street ferry
franchise.

4th. That your honor, sub-
mit to the ('ity Attorn y the
question of the city's authority
to operate ferries with instruc-
tions that should his opinion
be that the city has not the au-
thority to do so. for him to pre-
pare an enabling act to be sub-
mitted to the next General As-
sembly of the State for its pas-
sage.

5th. That as soon as the en-
abling act shall be passed, your
honors take such steps as you
may deem proper to prepare to
take over the ferry system, at
the expiration of the Canal
Street ferry franchise and oper-
ate the system for the benefit
of the people.

While of course the ideas in these
resolutions are only those of a very
few of our business men. it is a sure
indication that the question of fer-
riage is very much alive, and while
the action taken by these men is
somnewhat different than that of the
commnlittee that has been qctively
engagedl in the ferry matter for the
past two months. it is a help in that
it brings out the fact that Algiers is
suffering from the present ferry
rates and conditions.

Last week the Herald printed a
long list of names of signers to the
petition to the Commission Council
to sell the Third District Ferry fran-
chise on a basis of improvement in
service and schedule and decreased
rates rather than a monetary consid-
eration.
