The value of beauty in the hoIne is
evidenced in many ways. Funda-
mentally, it ,ffects the sale value of
the property, and money spent in the
beautification of the premises, within
certain limits, is, therefore, a good in-
vestment. Beauty affects the atmos-
phere of the home, making it especial-
ly wholesome as the surroundings of
the growing children whose early im-
pressions are so important in the de-
velopmtent of their dispositions and
habits. A home which the owner can-
not he proud of is hardly the kind of
home for the average man.

tBeauty in architecture is proibably
as widely defined as Ia:Iuty In nua ic
or in pIutislLtnL. It c;n he defined only
in the lbroadest trtha.s allowingz eaih
individual to iadd the ,ersonal eliemnents
which will ilnphlte thie mueaning for
himsellf. An element wh.ich temnlMr.
leaulty in architor ture is .serviceahility.
This element is I•ur.ely r.eslpoitsi li, for
the differencle in oliinlioins betw.,c n ii po-
ple as to what is really bliuttiful and
what is not. Thi lraetital clrenit t is
also the influe1nce which I:l.res beauty
In architecture on a different basis
from heatmty in music or painting.

There may 1 h t::uty in a sinilep lit-
tle house just as thiroughly as there
is beauty in a manslian. The smallest
iof houses in the two-tiry type are
usually beautiful in their simplnicity.
Some of the largest houses are leauti-
ful in their dignity. The bungalow
Itje of house may be beautiful be-
