Horseradish
Sauce. — This iw
good with fish and
various meats,
Take four table-
spoonfuls of fresh horserndish which
has been grated and standing in vine-
gnr, Add salt, a dash of cayenne and
four tablespoonfuls of whipped eream,

Sauce for Croquettes or Cecils.—
Melt a tablespoonfil of butter, add a
half cupful of stock and the same
amount of milk, mix this with the
flour, stir until well cooked, add a
beaten egg yolk, & half teuspoonful of
salt and & dash of pepper, straln and
it will be ready to use. Do not heat
after the egg Is ndded.

Hollandaise Sauce.—~Melt a tables
gpoonful of flonr, a pint of the liquor
in which flsh was bolled, the yolks of
two eggs and lastly the julce of a
lemon, a teaspoonful of onlon julce.
Just before serving add & tablespoon-
ful of chopped parsley.

Wow Sauge.—This is especlally good
with corned beef. Chop fine two
tablespoonfuls of parsley and rub it
to a paste on a plate with a spatula,
i adding a few drops of vinegar until it
||s like paste, then add three pickled
« | walnuts, chopped fine, three gerkins
| ehopped fine, four olives, also chopped,
and add to a sauce made from a plot
of good stock thickened with the usual
tablespoonful of butter and flour. Add
a tablespoonful of vinegar, a table-
spoonful of mushroom ketchup and let
it simmer ten minutes. Straln if de-
gired and pouor into the sauce boat.

Imitation Worcestershire Sauce.—
Salt a calf's liver in brine strong
enough to hold up an_egg. Let the
Hver stay in the brine four days. Take
it out dry, rub with salt and let stand
in a cool place = week, Then put tire
ltver through the meat chopper many
times until very fine, mash six cloves
of garlic, grate one large onlon, add a
quarter of a teaspoonful of mace, five
mashed anchovies, twelve whole cloves
and a quart of vinegar. Let stand over
night, add ceyenne, strain and bottle,
