INVESTMENT CO., INC.

State of Louisiana. Parish of Orleans. City
of New Orleans. Be it known, that on this
twenty fifth day of August, in the year one
thousand nine hundred and nineteen; be-
fore me. Harry L. L,o,-mris, Jr., a Notary Pub-
lic, duly commissioned and qualified, in and
for the Parish of Orleans. State of Louisiana.
and in the presence of the witnesses herein-
after named and undersigned, personally
came and appeared; Edgar L. Stream. resid-
ing at No. 1307 Peters Avenue, Felix P. Vac-
caro, residing pt No. 4930 St. Charles avenue,
and Harold I Stream, residing at No. 5350
Prytania street all in New Orleans. of the
full age of majority, who declared: That
under the provisions of Act 267 of the Gen-
eral Assembly of the State of Louisiana for
the year 1914, they hereby form themselves,
and those who may become associated with
them, into a corporation under the name of
"Stream Investment Company, Inc.." for the
purpose of carrying on the ibusiness of buy-
ing, selling, owning and dealing in, for its
own account or for acicount of others, real
estate, lands, tenements, apartment houses.
and options thereon; mortgage notes, bonds,
shares of stock and other securities; of leas-
ing. renting, hiring and mortgaging property
and apartment houses, and making leases
as lessor or lessee; of constructing, or con-
tracting for the construction, of buildings;
and generally of engaging in any other busi-
ness undertaking or enterprise connected

ith or incidenasl to any of the purposes
ireinabove et-fort.

This corporation shall exist for fifty
years from the date hereof. Its domicile
shall be in the city of New Orleans, Louis-
iana, and it shall have a capital stock of
one hundred thousand ($la0.t).0ti.) dollars.
divided into one thousand shares of the par
value of one hundlred ($100.00) dollars each
Four hundre.l shares have been subscribed
and paid for by sa:d Edgar L Stream, and
one share each by said Felix P. Vaccaro and
Harold II.

CHARTER OF CONSUMERS OIL PRO-
DUCING & REFINING CO.. INC.

United States of Afnerica. State of Louisi
ant. Parish of Orleans. City of New Orleans.
Be it known, that on this l*th day of the
month of September. in the year One Thou-
sand. Nine Hundred and Nineteen, before me
Henry P. I)art, Jr.. a Notary Public. duly
commissioned and sworn in and for the Parish
of Orleans and City of New Orleans, therein
residing, personally came and appeared the
persons whose names are hereunto subscribed
who declared that, availing themselves of the
provisions of the laws of the State. relative to
the organization of corporations, they have
covenanted and agreed, and do by these pres-
ents. covenant and agree, bind. form and con-
stitute themselves, as well as such other per-
sons who may hereafter join or become asso-
ciated with them into a corporation and body
lpolitic in law for the objects and purlpses,and under the agreements and stipulations-
following, to-wit:

ARTICLE I.- The name and title of this
corporation shall be Consumers Oil Producing
& Refining Company. Incorporated, and under
its corporate name it shall have and enjoy ex-
istence and succession for the term of one
hundred years from this date, and all the
rights, advantages and privileges granted h•
law to corporations, including lpower to con-
tract. sue and be sued in its corporate name:
to make and use a corporate seal. and the lame
to break and alter at pleasure; to hold, re-
ceive. purchase, convey, mortgage, hypothecate
and pledge property, real and personal; to
issue bonds. note and other ohligations; tI
have and employ managers, directors, officers.
agents and other employees, as the interests
and conseniences of the corporation may re-
quire; and to nmake and establish such com-
mittees and to create such by-laws, rules andl
rc--•ltations for the corporate management anr;l
for control of the affairs of said corlporatin
as may tb deemed nece•sary and expedient.

ARTICLE II. The domicile of the corpora-
tion shall be the city of New Orleans. State
of Louisiana. Citation and other legal pro-
cess shall he serve-i on the president, or in his
absence or inability to act from any cause
whatsoever, upon a vice-president or the sec-
retary-treasurer.

at will; to own, lease or acquire real property
for the purpose of exploiting the same for oil
ani all other minerals. Ly drilling and erect-
ing thereon such wells and structures as are

oeslful for such purposes; and generally to di
and terformn all things needful, necessary.
Ipr•er or useful for the accomplishment of the
purlposes of the corsporation. The whole with-
In the State of Lo.uisiana. the Ftates. Tern-
tories tnd Possessions of the United Stases.
anrd in fortign states and territories. \.ith t.ie
right to lave of ices and places of business
in any and all of the same. A change in the
objects and purposes of this corporation may
be made by a vote of all the stockholders at ;.
