CHARTER.
At all such elections and at all corporate
meetings every stockholder shall be en-
titled to one vote for each share of stock
standing in his name on the books of thecorporation, to be cast in person or byhis written proxy, and a majority of the
votes cast shall elect. Any vacancy occur-
ring among the directors by death, resig-
nation or otherwise, shall be filled by elec-
tion for the remainder of the term by the
remaining directors. A failure to elect di-
rectors on the date above specified shall
not dissolve the corporation nor impair
its corporate management, but the direc-
tors then in office shall remain in officeI until their successors are elected and
qualified. The Board of Directors shall
elect from their own number a President
and a Vice President. They shall alsoSelect a Secretary and a Treasurer, or one-
person who shall be both, either of whom
may or may not be members of the Board.
They shall have power and authority,
I from time to time, to name and appouintall such officers, agents or other enm-
ployes as may be delemed necessary for
the, purpose and business of tlthe corpora-
tion. They shall have power to tix the
